WOODVILLE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS-REGULAR MEETING
APRIL 30, 2008

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Board of Public Affairs held on Wednesday April 30, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were BOPA members – Pres. Scott Schneider and Larry Shue, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, John Courtney of Courtney & Assoc., Bob Rickard, Scott Schroeder from Poggemeyer Design Group, Council member Judy Karchner, and Township Trustee Bill Hammer. BOPA member Bill Andrews was excused.
President Schneider called the meeting to order.

Minutes of the March 26 meeting were corrected then approved.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

~John Courtney reported that the Draft of the Engineer’s Report had been e-mailed to the
Village. He recommended that the Village make the payment of $150,000.00 that the previous Clerk-Treasurer Beth Zajac had already budgeted for. Courtney also recommended that when the payments get down to a few that the loan be paid off , as opposed to refinancing, because the cost is so great to refinance.
Courtney reported that Martin Marietta would like to move forward with the possible annexation of part of their property and purchasing electric from the Village. Courtney would like to see a meeting set up with the BOPA and Martin Marietta to establish a Memorandum of Understanding. Member Larry Shue requested that the Township Trustee’s be involved so that everyone involved is informed.
~Scott Schroeder from PDG reported that the CDBG grant has been submitted.

Schroeder also reported that the Sewer Separation designs are almost finished. Schroeder suggested that the residents be informed about the savings in cost of the project being done at one time vs. over a 10 year period.
CLERK-TREASURER – Runion presented Finance Payment #1280 in the amount of $192,455.20 for approval.  Larry Shue made a motion to approve the payment, Scott Schneider second.  VOTE – Yeas – Shue, Schneider. Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  2-0

Runion presented the Consumption Report for the BOPA’s review.

Runion presented a letter from Barb Cutilio of Marco’s Pizza, asking for a refund of penalties on her Utility Bill. Schneider indicated that the total due after due date is not a penalty. Paying the bill by the due date is giving you a discount. Larry Shue made a motion to deny Ms. Cutilio’s request. Schneider second. VOTE – Yeas – Shue, Schneider. Nays – None  
MOTION CARRIED 2-0.
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WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported that Well #1has been videoed, and will be reviewed by Jackson & Son. The Village has tried several things to no avail, and is now hoping that Jackson & Son will make some recommendations that will be useful.
The filters have been vacuumed by Adkins, and they are not as bad as thought. This created some other issues such as the access to the bottom. There is a void in seeing some parts and will need a T.V. to get a better understanding of what is going on in their.
The clarifier is leaking, and to fix this it will need to be drained. At that time it can be determined how to fix the leak.
Rickard will ask the Administrative & Personnel Committee at Council on Monday May 5, 2008 to set a final interview meeting for hiring the lineman. He will let BOPA members know the date and time for this.
Tim Eckman’s books have been ordered, and he is working out very well. Rickard has sent a letter asking that Chad Johnson’s (Technician ClassII) hours be reduced from 20hrs. to 10hrs.

Some clean up has been done at the park, and Rickard plans to have the pool clean up started the week of May 19th. 

The  Fremont Federal Credit Union is complete. The Rt. 20 project continues, and is on schedule to move both East and West bound traffic to the North side of the road by June 1st. 
Larry Shue suggested that the BOPA send a representative to the Council meetings, and that this could be done on a rotation. Schneider suggested that it be brought up at the next meeting , so that all members could be present for the discussion.
President Schneider adjourned the meeting at 7:55 p.m.
