WOODVILLE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS-REGULAR MEETING
December 17, 2008

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Board of Public Affairs held on Wednesday, December 17, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were BOPA members – Pres. Scott Schneider, Bill Andrews, and Larry Shue, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council members Bob Hathaway, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Jack Jones and Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG),  Works Administrator Bob Rickard, John Courtney of Courtney & Associates, and Mike Gibson of Eagon & Associates.
President Schneider called the meeting to order.
Minutes of the November 19, 2008 meeting were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION –
John Courtney reported that Martin Marietta will be going forward with the annexation into the Village. A memorandum of understanding as well as the overall agreement is being drafted now.

Courtney presented information about the Green Smart Energy program that will be available to the Village in the future. The information was sent to Rickard, and Courtney recommended that the Village return the form, and mark it to state that we are interested but to contact us (the Village) at a later date.

Courtney suggested that, with wind turbines being installed for the residents in the Village, an Application for Interconnection and Parallel Operation with the Village of Woodville’s Electric Distribution System (which Courtney provided) should be adopted and that the fee associated with the Application for Interconnection and Parallel Operation with the Village of Woodville’s Electric Distribution System be established. Andrews made a motion to adopt the Application for Interconnection and Parallel Operation with the Village of Woodville’s Electric Distribution System provided by Courtney and to establish an application fee of $200.00, Shue second. VOTE-Yeas-Andrews, Shue, and Schneider. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 3-0
Courtney also suggested that a rate be established to compensate residents for surplus energy generated by wind turbines and delivered to the Village’s Electric System. Andrews made a motion to establish a rate of five cents ($0.05) per KWH to be paid annually at the end of the calendar year, Shue second. VOTE-Yeas-Andrews, Shue, and Schneider. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 3-0
 Mike Gibson of Eagon & Associates presented recommendations and goals to focus on for the rehabilitation of our existing wells.
· Well #2- What was first considered to be a mechanical fix, has now been put on hold. The video of this well is expected to be completed today, and more information will be available after a review of the video.

·  Well #4 has a cracked casing and will probably be no longer usable.

· Develop a plan for New Wells- at least 2 
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Three drillers were contacted the following were the conclusion from them for the          rehab on Well #2:
1. Ortman Drillings- flow test, sample BART test, wire brush, airlift, chlorinate and pre TV inspection.
2. Reynolds Drillers-wire brush, airlift and chlorinate.
3. Jackson & Sons-wire brush, air jet, acid treat, chlorinate and pre tv inspection.
Gibson reported that the water demand for the Village is being met with 12-14 hours of operation. Gibson suggested moving forward with the rehabilitation of the Wells, and also developing a plan for 2 new well sites.

Andrews made a motion to hire Jackson & Sons to rehabilitate Well #2. Shue second. VOTE- Yeas- Andrews, Shue, and Schneider. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 3-0.
Andrews made a motion to hire Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) to develop the plans for 2 new well sites, Shue second. VOTE – Yeas- Andrews, Shue, Schneider. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 3-0.
Scott Schroeder of PDG suggested that in order to take full advantage of the Stimulus Package, the Village submit projects that could be started immediately. Schroeder also suggested pushing the start of the Sewer Separation project to the fall, so that the Village could take advantage of additional funding becoming available through the stimulus package.
  CLERK-TREASURER – Runion presented Finance Payment #1288 in the amount of $12,176.73 for approval. Bill Andrews made a motion to approve the payment, Larry Shue second.  VOTE – Yeas – Andrews, Shue, and Schneider. Nays – None MOTION CARRIED 3-0
WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· Other considerations for the Stimulus package funding would be water line loops on Riverside Drive and Water Street.
· There were two water line breaks, both were minor and repaired quickly.

· Council determined that the employees must trade their scheduled weekends, and not give away the hours. 
· We have purchased Fire Retardant hard hats, and are looking into purchasing full outfits.

· Kris Gerwin will be off work for a few weeks due to surgery on her leg.
President Schneider adjourned the meeting at 8:55p.m.
