WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL-REGULAR MEETING
FEBRUARY 4, 2008

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday February 4, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers of Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Beth Zajac, Council Members – Bob Hathaway, Judy Karchner, Monte Porter, Joe Riffle and Ty Tracy.  Also present were Karen Schepman, Deb Wallace from The Press, Pat McCauley from Time-Warner, Jim Damschroder, Larry Shue, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Barb Runion and Bob Rickard.  Council Member Jeff Tate arrived at 7:15 p.m.
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee of January 21 and Administrative and Personnel and Sewer Separation Committees of January 23 were approved as presented.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Pat McCauley from Time Warner reported they have updated their services throughout the past year.  Time Warner now offers digital phone service and Road Runner high speed internet service.  They are preparing for the change over to digital transmission in 2009.  He assured Council that if someone has analog service and cable, they should have no problems with the conversion.  Mayor Harman asked the status of the Big Ten channels.  McCauley reported they are still trying to negotiate with them.  At the present, the Big Ten Network wants Time Warner to charge each customer $1.10 per month for the service, whether they want it or not.  Currently, Texas and West Virginia are charged $0.10 for the service, so negotiations are ongoing.  Harman indicated there are still residents in the Village that are having problems with “tiling” on the cable channels.  McCauley asked for addresses so he can look into the problem.  Zajac reported the Village received $10,527 in Franchise fees from Time Warner.
Jim Damschroder asked if anything more was being done about the lights at the elementary school.  Rickard reported Scott Schroeder (PDG) is going to be checking them with a light meter to determine if it is within reason.

OLD BUSINESS
Zajac reported Bob Heineman called and indicated the need to have a Council appointee on the Fireman’s Dependent Board.  Mayor Harman recommended Bob Hathaway to Council.  Tracy made a motion to approve the appointment, Riffle second.  VOTE – yeas – Tracy, Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Tate   Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  6-0

REPORTS

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL – Riffle – Karchner reported the Woodville Business Assn. (WBA) received a bill from the Village for $157 for wiring the speakers downtown.  (Rickard indicated this would have been a charge for parts) She reported the WBA donated the speakers to the Village and would like to see the charges forgiven.  Runion reported Kate Rice (president of WBA) told her to pay the invoice today.  She indicated 
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she would drop the payment off on Tuesday.  Porter requested more information be gathered by Rickard as to what the charges were for and bring it to the next meeting.  It would be determined then whether to forgive the charges or not.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway expressed concern about the number of potholes in the streets around town.  He asked if the College Avenue project could be put on hold and patch the streets until it was determined what streets would be torn up during the sewer separation project.  Kuhlman indicated the project had been bid and awarded so the project has to be completed.  Tracy indicated the Sewer Separation Committee was looking into what street funds could be used to repair streets during the sewer project.  Tracy set a meeting for the Sewer Separation Committee for Wednesday February 20 at 6:30 p.m.  
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVEOPMENT – Porter – No report

FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt finance ordinance #1440 in the amount of $37,329.12, Riffle second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Riffle, Karchner, Porter, Tate, Hathaway  Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  6-0

PUBLIC SAFETY – Tate – No report

RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Karchner reported she would be gone the month of March.  Porter will be the liaison for the Rec Board.
WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported the easement for Challenger Memorial Drive is complete and he would be meeting with Rick Rospert to review the document then see that it gets filed.

Rickard reported the BOPA had approved the purchase of a Ford 1 ton 4WD Pickup truck for $26,355 from Advantage Ford thru the State Purchasing program.

Rickard is still looking for a Class 1 Water operator and Linesman.  Hathaway questioned why the ad on the AWWA website didn’t indicate that the ad was for Woodville, Ohio and just listed Woodville.  Rickard is to see this gets corrected.

Tate requested Rickard look into the previous request (last fall) of a flag holder being placed on the street light on Erie Court.  Rickard is to look into this.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Whitehead – No report

Present at Executive Session were Mayor Harman, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Riffle, Tate, Tracy, Kuhlman.

At 8:04 p.m. Tracy made a motion to authorize the Mayor and Clerk-Treasurer to enter into a letter contract with Joan Szuberla of Spengler Nathanson for $155 per hour to defend the Village of Woodville in pending litigation in Federal Court and Ohio Civil Rights Commission, Tate second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Porter, Riffle   Nays – Karchner   MOTION CARRIED  5-1
