JANUARY 16, 2008

Minutes of the Special meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Wednesday January 16, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. in Council Chambers of Town Hall. Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS

Mayor Harman opened for discussion the appointment of a BOPA member, due to no one running for the office, and the possibility of abolishing the BOPA and hiring a Village Administrator.  The BOPA oversees the operation of the water, sewer and electric departments based on the recommendations from the Works Administrator.  Discussion was held as to where the funds would come from to pay for an Administrator versus hiring within.  Tate requested other villages be contacted for job descriptions for their administrators and information on how they operated.  He also asked for information on how their villages are structured, management wise.  Rickard indicated he has no plans to retire for 5 to 7 years.  It was decided more information is needed before the move is made.  Mayor Harman recommended appointing Larry Shue to the open BOPA position due to his experience in the position.  Tracy made a motion to approve the recommendation, Tate second.
