Minutes of the regular meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday January 21, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers of Town Hall. Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Mayor Harman reported Leadership Sandusky County would be holding a meeting at Martin Marietta on February 6th at 5:00 p.m. to discuss economic trends and current issues facing the county.
A thank you note was received from Woodmore School Superintendent for the Village’s assistance in repositioning the lights at the Elementary School.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS

Larry Shue was sworn in to fill the vacant position on the BOPA.

REPORTS

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL – Riffle – Tate reported the committee interviewed a candidate for the Water Operator position and will do some more investigation before the BOPA meeting on  January 30.  A committee meeting was set for Wednesday January 23 at 7:30 p.m.

PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway reported he will attend the BOPA meeting on January 30th.

ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Porter reported the Rec Board had been contacted by a group from Genoa to donate pool passes for a raffle to benefit the Genoa businesses damaged by a fire.  Tracy indicated he was not in favor of this and Council declined the request.

PUBLIC SAFETY – Tate received a letter from Solicitor Kuhlman requesting a policy be developed for Safety and Discipline at the pool.  Tate turned the matter over to the 
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Recreation Committee and suggested Karchner include the Rec Board in developing the policy.

RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Karchner – No report

WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported he had received verbal approval for the Ash Tree Removal grant.

NatureWorks Grant applications are due February 1 and Rickard would like to apply for a grant to replace the siding on the gable ends and soffits on the buildings in TrailMarker Park.  The cost of the project is $7200 with the village portion being $1800 and a grant of $5400.  Porter made a motion to apply for the grant, Tate second. Rickard reported Solicitor Kuhlman and Scott Schroeder were working on the easement for Challenger Drive.  Schroeder will be checking on the lighting at the Elementary School to see if it is within the acceptable range.
Karchner asked if Rickard had found out if the cost of the College Ave. Paving project would increase due to being delayed.  Rickard indicated that Poggemeyer had determined that the bid price would still be good.
