MINUTES – January 5, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, January 5, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Richard Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Monte Porter, Ty Tracy, Bob Hathaway, Joe Riffle, and Judy Karchner. Also present were Deb Wallace of the Suburban Press, Karen Schepman, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Works Administrator Bob Rickard, Chief Roy Whitehead, and Historical Society President Mike O’Connor.
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Mayor Harman called for nominations for President of Council. Tate nominated Tracy. 
VOTE: Yeas- Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of December 15, and the Special Council Meeting of December 29 were approved as presented. 
Mayor Harman confirmed the 2009 Committees.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Mike O’Connor, President of the Woodville Historical Society, requested permission to install carpet in the Museum.  The Historical Society will be paying the cost of the carpet and the installation.  Porter made a motion to allow the Historical Society to install carpet in the Museum. Tate second. VOTE- Yeas- Porter, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Mayor Harman read a letter from Bricker & Eckler that informed the Village that the laws have changed for Village bidding. Villages are no longer required to accept the lowest bidder. The standard is “lowest and best”.
Mayor Harman read an invitation letter for the 62nd Annual Awards Dinner for the Chamber of Commerce of Sandusky County. The event is to be held on January 29th at Terra State Community College in Fremont. If any one is interested see Barb Runion to make a reservation.
Runion reported that she will be meeting with Steve Salander to review the final changes to the Website. Runion is not satisfied with the out come of the site thus far. Council requested that she invite Mr. Salander to a committee meeting or to Council to review the future of the site.

 Mayor Harman expressed his disappointment and asked for discussion about the Time Warner Cable service. Many residents are calling with complaints, and are being told that the issues are because of the change over to digital transmissions. The discussion concluded that if the change over to digital transmission does not solve the issues that a public meeting be held with Time Warner to address the problems.
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REPORTS
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle requested executive session at the end of the meeting for personnel issues.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway requested that although we are not paving streets at this time, that we still consider fixing the potholes on College Ave. and First Street. 
Hathaway also asked that Rickard check on the plowing in the Woodpointe and Endeavors Landing Developments during the next snow fall. Many of the residents in these areas feel that it could be plowed better.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner questioned the priority of plowing the alleys. Rickard responded that the alleys and Village owned lots are done after the roads are under control. Rickard also commented that this was a difficult storm to deal with because of the ice. 
FINANCE – Tracy informed Council that Huntington Bank was charging substantial fee’s for the utility account. This account is for residents to pay their utility bills at the bank. Runion is waiting for a call from HNB Branch Manager, Josie Graber to inform the Village of other options.

Tracy reported that Runion had submitted an education reimbursement request to The Hylant Group for educational classes that she and Ben Brien had attended in 2008. The Village received the maximum amount available for reimbursement in the amount of $300.00.
Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1462 in the amount of $5,875.88. Tate second. VOTE – Yeas-  Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Riffle, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter reported that a Tree Commission meeting has been set for January 13 at 7:00pm at the Town Hall.
WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· The Village received the grant from Sandusky County Parks District to replace the overhead door and windows at the shelter house in Trail Marker Park.
· The Village has to determine what the funding money will be spent on from the OSS grant. An Environmental & Community Development meeting was set for January 14 at Town Hall at 6:30pm.
· Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer will be helping the Village determine what projects to apply for to take advantage of the stimulus package, such as waterline loops, new water tower, and new well field
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WORKS ADMINISTRATOR-CONTINUED- Rickard

· The part time position that Council would like to develop, needs to have a job description formed. An Administrative and Personnel meeting has been set for Friday, January 9 at 7:00pm for discussion of the position.
· Well #2 is down- Board of Public Affairs made a recommendation at their December meeting to get quotes for the repairs needed for Well #2. Tate made a motion to allow Jackson Drilling to repair Well #2 at a cost not to exceed $25,000.00. Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas- Tate, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
· Well #2 was T.V.’d and the casing looks good so rehabilitation should work.

· Well #5 is not finished yet because the pump is not in.

· Well #4 has also been T.V.’d and does not look good. It appears to have a bad casing. 

· The alley that runs from Bridge St. to Portage St. has been reported to have standing water and it will be trenched as soon as possible.
POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead would like Council to reconsider a previous motion to erect stop signs at Spring/College and Spring/Erie intersections. Chief Whitehead has concerns with the condition of the streets already being in a poor state it would add to the wear and tear on the streets.
Chief Whitehead reported that he is negotiating with NORIS to reduce the amount of the contract with them. The contracts annual amount is now $10,640.00.

The Gordon Concrete Company located on Lime Road has gone out of business.

A semi-truck was stolen from the McDonalds parking lot, and was later recovered at the truck stops in Stony Ridge.

CLERK-TREASURER-Runion- No report
EXECUTIVE SESSION- Riffle made a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss personnel discipline at 7:45pm. Tate second. VOTE- Yeas- Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 

Present at Executive Session were Mayor Harman, Runion, Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Tracy, Rickard, and Solicitor Kuhlman.

Riffle motioned to enter into open session at 8:03pm.
Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:05p.m.
