WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL-REGULAR MEETING
MARCH 17, 2008

Minutes of the Regular meeting of Woodville Council held on Monday March 17, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers of Town Hall.  Present at roll call were Mayor Rich Harmon, Clerk-Treasurer Elizabeth Zajac, Council Members – Bob Hathaway, Monte Porter, Joe Riffle, Jeff Tate and Ty Tracy.  Also present were Dewanna Myers, Janet Lohmann, Deb Wallace, Nadine Thompson, Larry Lowe, Jim Damschroder, Jack Bradfield, Chief Roy Whitehead, Barb Runion and Bob Rickard.  Council member Judy Karchner was excused.
Mayor Harmon called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee of March 3 and Administrative and Personnel of March 13 were approved as presented.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Nadine Thompson from WSOS reported the CDBG grant is administrated through their office.  This is funding to improve access for all.  WSOS supplies information on fair and equal housing for all and provides assistance to those in need.  Thompson handed out brochures from WSOS on Fair Housing and Landlords and Tenants Rights.
Larry Lowe from the Woodmore Youth Organization requested permission from Council to obtain a liquor license for their annual Reverse Raffle.  Tate made a motion to approve the request, Riffle second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tate, Riffle, Hathaway, Porter, Tracy   Nays – None   MOTION CARRIED  5-0
Dewanna Myers from the Woodville Visioning Group presented $2,000 to be used for summer banners for the lights downtown.  Council thanked her for the donation.

Jack Bradfield from ABATE of Ohio requested Council proclaim May as Motorcycle Awareness Month.   Tate made a motion to draft a proclamation declaring May as Motorcycle Awareness Month, Riffle second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tate, Riffle, Porter, Tracy, Hathaway   Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  5-0
Jim Damschroder asked what the status was on testing the lights at the Elementary School.  He was told that Scott Schroeder from PDG has been out of town and was waiting for the snow to melt before doing the metering.  Rickard is to let him know the results when done.  Harman requested Damschroder take his concerns to the Woodmore Board of Education.
CORRESPONDENCE

Mayor Harmon reported resident Sherry Reamsnyder wanted to recognize Ben Brien and Chris Kutchenriter for their help during the recent snowstorm and would like a letter of commendation be placed in their personnel files showing their helpfulness to local citizens.
REPORTS
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ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL – Riffle reported the committee met to discuss the mayor, council and clerk-treasurer’s salary.  The committee recommended the clerk-treasurer’s salary be set at the current clerk’s rate.  Zajac noted the salary set at the beginning of her term in April 2000 was $17,000 and increased to $19,000 in August of 2000, while the previous clerk’s salary was $23,866, and Zajac was working full time.  It has taken eight years of hard work to reach the salary of $27,802.  The new clerk has no higher education nor governmental or accounting background.  Tracy made a motion to set the salary at $27,802, Hathaway second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, Tate   Nays – Riffle   MOTION CARRIED  4-1
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway indicated Jon Hagemeyer from Peak Therapy had contacted him regarding the free standing sign he wanted to put in front of his building.  Tate noted that it had been taken before the Zoning Board and was issued a permit based on their recommendation.  Hathaway was told the sign ordinance had been changed due to the Downtown Enhancement Project and the Woodville Business Assn. had been involved in drafting the changes.   
Hathaway noted he would not be at the April Meetings.

ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Porter presented council with a proposal from Performance Pro to look at for performance evaluations.  These evaluations could be looked at by the employees on a weekly basis.  Porter estimated the cost to be approximately $1300.

Ported also noted he would not be at the first meeting in April.

FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1433 in the amount of $148,716.03, Tate second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Tate, Riffle, Hathaway, Porter  Nays – None   MOTION CARRIED  5-0

PUBLIC SAFETY – Tate – No report

WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported he had three quotes for removing the ash trees and Rick Beeker from Pemberville was the lowest with $8,076.  This quote involves no cleanup.  Tracy made a motion to have Beeker perform the work, Porter second.  VOTE Yeas – Tracy, Porter, Tate, Hathaway, Riffle   Nays–None  MOTION CARRIED  5-0

Rickard presented an overview from a meeting with Doug Nusser from PDG regarding the amount of work the village employees would be performing during the sewer separation project.  The Sewer Separation Committee set a meeting to meet with Nusser to discuss the project on March 31 at 6:30 p.m. in Council Chambers.
Rickard reported he is working to see if the village can get out of the contract with Precision Paving to pave the two blocks of College Avenue.
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POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead reported he will draft a letter to residents that are parking in the boulevards and bring it for council’s approval in April.  He also reported there have been complaints about the trains blocking the tracks recently.  He is working with the railroad to reach a solution.

CLERK-TREASURER – Zajac presented the following ordinance for Council’s consideration – 

ORD. 5-2008 – Establishing a CDBG Special Revenue Fund (211) for Community Development Block Grant monies -  1st reading

MAYOR – Harmon reported 22 flags need to be replaced at a cost of $440.  Riffle made a motion to purchase the flags, Tate second.  VOTE – Yeas – Riffle, Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Porter   Nays – None   MOTION CARRIED  5-0

Tate made a motion at 7:50 p.m. to enter executive session for personnel and pending litigation, Tracy second.  VOTE – Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, Riffle   Nays – None   MOTION CARRIED  5-0


Present at executive session were the Mayor, Council and Rickard.
