MINUTES – MAY 19, 2008
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday May 19, 2008 in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Richard Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Monte Porter, Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Bob Hathaway, and  Judy Karchner .Also present were Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman, Don Nalley Fremont Council Member and Bob Rickard. Council President Joe Riffle was unexcused.
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting, Finance Committee of May 5, and the Administrative & personnel/BOPA of May 10 were approved as presented.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
Don Nalley a Fremont City Council Member introduced himself as a candidate for Sandusky County Treasurer. As an active member in many organizations, he is ready to move forward, and asked for consideration in the election.
Runion presented on behalf of Roger Weber, President of 4th of July, Inc., a request for use of Village property for the celebration this year. Dates of use are July 2-6, 2008.Tate made a motion to grant the request. Karchner second. VOTE – Yeas – Tate, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, Tracy. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
REPORTS

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL – Riffle – No report
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway reported that most Pot holes have been filled, but the area on College Ave. and Elm still needs attention. This area was acknowledged as a concern by the Mayor. The Mayor would like the council to continue to make the residents aware of the upcoming sewer separation project, and that for some of these issues it is more cost effective to wait.
Hathaway also would like the gasoline consumption in Village vehicles be evaluated. He is concerned with the rising gas prices, and the status of budgeted monies for this.

ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner reported that Lloyd Gamertsfelder, the new property owner at 135 E. Main St.(Cousino’s) was willing to have the walk through between his  property and the Temple building become a public passing. Status on the Temple building was not known. Karchner will follow up on this, as more information becomes available
Karchner asked if anyone from the Village attended the funeral of Mike Combs. Runion responded that Chief Whitehead and Sgt. Tom Gearheart did attend to represent the Village.
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FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1446 in the amount of $116,928.31, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas, Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
PUBLIC SAFETY –Tate – No report
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – No report

WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported the OSS Solid Waste grant application will be coming up again, and since we were denied the last one , he asked permission to apply and to increase the Village portion to $1,240.00 He is looking at replacing the doors at the shelter house in TrailMarker Park with steel roll-up doors.  The estimate is $6,500.00 with the Village contribution and a $4,960.00 grant.  Porter made a motion to apply for the grant, Tate second.  VOTE – Yeas – Porter, Tate Tracy, Hathaway , and Karchner. Nays  - None   MOTION CARRIED  5-0.
The Village of Gibsonburg has asked to have their employees attend our OSHA training. Rickard stated that it cost us $400.00, and has checked into additional people attending. This will not increase our cost. He recommended that we charge a fee for them to attend. Rickard will coordinate this with Gibsonburg and OSHA, and has suggested a $100.00 fee.
Rickard reported that MaryAnne Prue has inspected the removal/replacement of the Ash trees. The Village has complied in all areas, and will receive the $10,000.00 grant monies.  Ms. Prue also found evidence of EAB in some of the trees. 

Rickard reported that brush pile needs to be ground. In the past it has been double ground for approximately $3,000.00. Tate made a motion to have the pile double ground, Tracy second. VOTE – Yeas – Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

Mayor Harman and Bob Rickard met with Jeff & Rick Rospert about the easement at Challenger Memorial Drive. The Rospert’s would like the Village to assume the cost of moving the dirt piles on Rospert’s 2nd phase property to Outlot 15, an empty lot owned by Rosperts in consideration for the easement. Tille proposed $1500.00 to move the dirt per day, and $400.00 per day to level it. Rickard checked with Poggemeyer on the cost, and it was thought  to be acceptable. Rickard also checked with Bill Rowles, the Village Zoning Inspector, and in his opinion, the Village could do it with the proper permits. Tille proposed $850.00 for the swale and $450.00 to seed it.
Council’s discussion concluded that the Village has already shared in the costs of this project, and at this time would like the residents involved to make that decision
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WORKS ADMINISTRATOR CONTINUED - Rickard reported that PDG does not have an intern available to survey the basementsfor the sewer separation project. The Village will take applications for this position.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead – No Report.
CLERK-TREASURER – Runion presented the following ordinances for Council’s consideration:
ORD 7-2008 – Authorizing a contract with EAGON & ASSOCIATES, INC.for the evaluation of the wells and new well field development. Tracy made a motion to suspend the rules, Karchner second. VOTE – Yeas, Tracy, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. Tracy made a motion to adopt Ordinance 7-2008, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas, Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
ORD 8-2008 – An Ordinance repealing Ordinance 6-2008. Tate made a motion to suspend the rules, Tracy second. VOTE – Yeas, Tate, Tracy, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – Hathaway. MOTION CARRIED 4-1. Tate made a motion to adopt ordinance 8-2008, Tracy second. VOTE – Yeas, Tate, Tracy, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – Hathaway. MOTION CARRIED 4-1.
ORD 9-2008 – An Ordinance amending page 17, ItemB, Vacation, of the Village of Woodville Personnel Policy and Procedure Manual. Tate made a motion to suspend the rules, Tracy second. VOTE – Yeas, Tate, Tracy, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – Hathaway. MOTION CARRIED 4-1. Tate made a motion to adopt Ordinance 9-2008, Tracy second. VOTE – Tate, Tracy, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – Hathaway.MOTION CARRIED 4-1.
NEW BUSINESS – Tracy made a recommendation to hire Philip Cisneros, head lineman at $25.00 hr., and 2 weeks vacation per year. Mr. Cisneros must work 6 mths before taking vacation time, and then will follow vacation policy in employee manual. Start date is set for May 27,2008. Tracy made a motion to hire Philip Cisneros, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas, Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – None.
MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
MAYOR’S REPORT – Mayor Harman reported that he was satisfied with the clean up of the boulevards in the downtown area. The Mayor was also pleased with the efforts at the H.W. Busdiecker Park.
