MINUTES – September 2, 2008
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday September 2, 2008 in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Richard Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Joe Riffle, Monte Porter, Ty Tracy, Bob Hathaway, and Judy Karchner .Also present were Deb Wallace of The Press, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Works Administrator Bob Rickard,
Karen Schepman, and Margaret Sattler.

Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of August 18 were corrected and then approved.
BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS
It was reported that Dawn Bockbrader, Utilities Billing Clerk, will be attending a seminar on Sept. 25 in Montpelier, OH for the new Identity Theft protection program that will be in effect starting Nov. 1.

REPORTS
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported that the Administrative & Personnel committee had met on August 26 with Julie Hasselbach from Sprouse Ins.,and Jason Matney from Burnham & Flower Ins. about the health insurance plan for the Village. At this time the insurance will remain the same, however the deductable and a different premium rate will be discussed further before the January 1, 2009 renewal date.

Riffle requested that a meeting be set for review of the Clemans and Nelson billing, the employee surveys, and moving the clerks’ office to Lime Rd.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway received a complaint from Mr. Shaffer about his neighbors property on South St. Hathaway presented pictures and requested that Bill Rowles investigate. Bob Kuhlman will check the ordinances to see what action can be taken.

Riffle reported that a light fixture at Busdiecker Park needs to be fixed. 
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner – No report.
FINANCE – Tracy noted that Runion had negotiated a $5,000.00 reduction in a final bill from DGL for the Downtown Enhancement Project.

Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1453 in the amount of $22,679.18. Tate second. VOTE – Yeas, Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Riffle, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
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FINANCE CONTINUED – Tracy reported that he had attended the BOPA meeting on August 27 to question the policy for who is the responsible person for payment of Utility bills. The policy in place currently is with the property owner. With several foreclosures recently, it has become difficult to validate ownership. It was decided to keep this policy in place. 
PUBLIC SAFETY – Tate – No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter – No report.

WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· The filter refurbishing is continuing, and going well.

· Two of three water main valves, and hydrants were replaced on College Ave.

· Pool has been treated with chemicals and covered for the winter. The conditions of certain areas of the liner have been checked, and they need to be caulked. There are also areas on the cement that need caulked. Riffle asked if they could be caulked now. Since the pool is already covered the liner part will be done next year. The cement part can be done now when there is time.
· Poggemeyer is working on a change order to complete the contract with Precision Paving. There is $39,560.00 left on the contract, and Precision Paving has presented cost to pave streets and alleys that will not be affected by the Sewer Separation Project. Council instructed Rickard to compile a list of streets/alleys to pave to complete the contract with Precision Paving. 

· Ben Brien will be attending classes in Lebanon, Ohio for introduction to Crack Sealing and Pavement Condition Rating. The dates are Oct. 8 and 9. Rickard requested a room for him for two nights at a cost of $50.00 per night. Riffle made a motion to grant a room for Brien at a cost not to exceed $105.00. Karchner second. VOTE – Yeas – Riffle, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, Tate, Tracy. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
· Phil Cisneros contacted Rickard over the holiday weekend and stated he had agreed to help his previous employer in the southern United States due to the recent hurricane. Cisneros requested that his position be held for him; however, he could not provide a date he would return. Council’s discussion was that Cisneros’s should have been more committed to the village, and due to the fact he is on probation he should have requested a leave not stated he was going, therefore, his job should not be held for him. Tate made a motion to terminate Philip Cisneros as lineman effective immediately. Hathaway second. VOTE – Yeas – Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Tracy questioned the status of widening the road at the intersection of Borcherding Road and Fort Findlay Road. Rickard replied that the Township had not yet made a commitment to pay half of the cost.

Tracy questioned the new pick up truck purchase that was approved by the BOPA, and should have been approved by Council. Tracy requested that any future purchases be brought to Council for approval.
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POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead- No report.

CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinance and Resolution for Council’s consideration:

ORD.17-2008-MODIFYING THE SEWER RATES OF THE VILLAGE OF WOODVILLE, SANDUSKY COUNTY, OHIO AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY – Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Karchner second.

VOTE – Yeas- Riffle, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, Tate, and Tracy. Nays – None.
MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance 17-2008. The Mayor called for discussion, and Tate read a prepared statement.(see attachment). Hathaway second. VOTE – Yeas- Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner. Nays – Porter, Tate, and Tracy. Mayor Harman cast a Yea vote to break the tie. MOTION CARRIED 4-3.
RES.18-2008-ACCEPTING THE AMOUNTS AND RATES AS DETERMINED BY THE BUDGET COMMISSSION AND AUTHORIZING THE NECESSARY TAX LEVIES AND CERTIFYING THEM TO THE COUNTY AUDITOR – Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas- Riffle, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Riffle made a motion to adopt Resolution 18-2008, Tracy second. VOTE- Yeas- Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
EXECUTIVE SESSION: Karchner made a motion to enter into executive session at 7:45pm for personnel discipline, Tracy second. VOTE – Yeas-Karchner, Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, Riffle, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Present at executive session were Mayor Harman, Runion, Kuhlman, Karchner, Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, Riffle, and Tate.

Rickard was called into executive session at 8:20pm.

Riffle motioned to enter back into open session at 8:45pm.

Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:45p.m.
