MINUTES – JUNE 2, 2008
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL -  REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday June 2, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers of Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Bob Hathaway, Judy Karchner, Monte Porter, Jeff Tate and Ty Tracy.  Also present were Karen Schepman, Deb Wallace from The Press, Don Rozick of the Boy Scouts, Bob Rickard, Chief Roy Whitehead and Solicitor Bob Kuhlman. Council member Joe Riffle was excused.  
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee of May 19 were approved as presented.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Don Rozick requested permission to move the disposal of the Flags ceremony, originally scheduled for June 14, 2008, to July 4, 2008. The ceremony will be held at the Gazebo on the corner of S. Cherry St. and W. Erie St. at Noon. Permission was granted.
CORRESPONDENCE

Mayor Harman read a letter from the Sandusky County Economic Development Corporation (SCEDC) Board of Directors thanking the Village for their annual commitment of $1,977.00. This support will help promote economic growth and job creation in Sandusky County.
Mayor Harman presented an invitation to the Grand Re-Opening of THE JOB STORE, on Thurs. June 12, from 8:30-4:00 at Countryside Dr. in Fremont.

Mayor Harman read a letter from Council President Joe Riffle submitting his resignation as Council President, effective June 1, 2008. Karchner made a motion to accept the resignation from Joe Riffle. Tate second. VOTE-Yeas- Karchner, Tate, Hathaway, Porter, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Mayor Harman called for nominations of Council President. Karchner nominated Ty Tracy for President. Hathaway moved to close the nominations. Tate second. VOTE-to close-Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Tate, and Tracy. VOTE-for Tracy- Yeas- Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. Tracy was named as President of Council.
OLD BUSINESS
Mayor Harman questioned the status of the probate on the Temple Furniture Shop. Chief Whitehead said that John Spore has been named Executor. The estate has not yet been finalized.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS
Council member Judy Karchner will be the liaison from BOPA/Council.  Runion will provide BOPA minutes to all Council members.

REPORTS

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL – Riffle – Council member Jeff Tate requested to set a meeting time and date for review of evaluations and wages. Meeting set for Saturday, June 7,2008 at 8:30am at Town Hall. 
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway- No Report
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVEOPMENT – Karchner – North Branch nursery has informed the Village that the tree in front of the Post Office is dead. It is still under warranty. North Branch will replace this area with another tree. 
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt finance ordinance #1447 in the amount of $43,411.37, Tate second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Tate, Karchner, Porter, and Hathaway  Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  5-0
PUBLIC SAFETY – Tate- Chief Whitehead requested that the cell phones provided by Village ,and  used by Bob Rickard and himself be eliminated. Whitehead has suggested that  a stipend of $30.00 be given toward the personal phones of Mayor Harman, Bob Rickard and himself. Council asked that the personal cell numbers be made available as soon as possible. Tate made a motion to eliminate village cell phones used by Whitehead and Rickard, and that a $30.00 stipend be awarded each month toward their personal cell phone bills. Tracy second. VOTE – Yeas – Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter- No Report.
WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported that the Parks are finished and that the Pool is almost finished. The chemicals have arrived, and it should be finished by weeks end. The guys did a nice job, as it was in bad shape from the flood waters.
Chad Johnson the Class II operator’s hours have been reduced from 20 down to 10. The EPA has granted permission for this as long as there is a back up person available for any hours that Johnson would not be available. Rickard has recommended Molly Murphy for the position. Rickard will have a contract with Ms. Murphy  on file at the Clerk’s office.
Adkins Sanitation has finished removing the sand from the filters at the water treatment plant. The filters are in better shape than originally thought.
Rickard reported that the BOPA granted permission  to go into contract with A&N Construction, Inc. for painting of the filters, and Trough repairs. Cost for both will be $21,299.00. 
The testing at the sub-station is complete. 1st half tested-reports came back good. 2nd half tested-reports came back good. The oil  report results are not back yet.
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WORKS ADMINISTRATOR CONTINUED-Rickard reported that the Village still needs another person to work on the basement surveys for the sewer separation project.
Phil Cisneros is working out very well. Dick Hohlfelder and Cisneros will be assessing the electric lines throughout the Village to determine a priority list.

Speed Trap Diner has requested that a guard rail be put up along the West side of Port Clinton Road, between Rt. 20 and the rail road tracks. Rickard will get some quotes for review next meeting.
Clarifier needs to be drained so that options for repairing the leak can be considered.

Rickard requested that another resolution be drafted to apply for the Solid Waste District Grant Program. The Village’s first request was denied. The grant monies would be used to replace the doors in the shelter house at TrailMarker Park. Runion will draft the resolution.
The 4th of July committee requested that the banner that hangs over Main St. be put up early. Rickard will have it up this week.

Hathaway questioned if we could use the remainder of the contract from Precision Paving to pave some of the stone alleys. After discussion it was determined to wait until Poggemeyer had a map of affected streets with the sewer separation project, and pave the streets first.
POLICE DEPARTMENT-Chief Whitehead requested that the Finance Committee evaluate the telephone system within the Town Hall. Whitehead explained that the current system is outdated, and that many times the phones are not working properly.
Chief Whitehead would like to auction by bid the ’96 Camero,1998 Crown Victoria, and the2000 Crown Victoria.Rickard will check on equipment from the Utility Bldg. for auction.
Chief Whitehead reported that Part-Time Officers Mike Senyo, Rob Smith, and Steve Gilkerson have completed their probationary period. Mayor Harman made a recommendation to appoint all three Officers to Part-Time, and a wage increase of .50 cents per hour, per Officer. Tracy made a motion to appoint Mike Senyo, Rob Smith, and Steve Gilkerson to Part-Time Officers with a .50 cent per hr. wage increase. Karchner second. VOTE – Yeas Tracy, Karchner, Hathaway, Tate, and Porter. Nays-NoneMOTIONCARRIED 5-0
CLERK-TREASURER – Runion presented the following ordinance for Council’s consideration:
ORD. 8-2008 – Repealing Ord. 6-2008(vacation policy) 2nd reading. – Tate made a motion to suspend the rules. Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. Tate made a motion to adopt Ordinance 8-2008, Tracy second. VOTE – Yeas – Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays–None MOTION CARRIED 5-0
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 ORD. 9-2008 – Amending Page 17, Item B, vacation, of the Personnel Policy & Procedure Manual. 2nd reading. Tate made a motion to suspend the rules. Tracy second. VOTE – Yeas- Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. Tate made a motion to adopt Ordinance 9-2008, Tracy second. VOTE – Yeas- Tate, Tracy,Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays – None MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  
NEW BUSINESS: Karchner requested that the Village employee’s be granted a meeting to voice their concerns about their working environment. It was decided after discussion that a letter would be drafted asking the employee’s to put on paper their concerns and their thoughts on ways to better their working environment. The documents will be compiled by the Administrative & Personnel Committee, and then presented to Council.  
Karchner also thanked Bob Rickard for getting copies of all certifications of Village employees to the Clerk’s office.                                                                
 Runion requested permission to hire Creative Microsystems,Inc.(CMI) to train her on the software used for the Village finance program. The cost will be $850.00. Tracy suggested that Runion contact other Village’s ,( using this program), to offer this training to them; as a means to help offset the cost. Tracy made a motion to hire CMI for the training at a cost of $850.00. Karchner second. VOTE- Yeas- Tracy, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.      
Runion asked Council to consider an administrative fee being assessed to the property owners when the Village has to mow or clean up their property. A new ordinance will be drafted to include these fees.
MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor Harman attended the ribbon cutting ceremony for the Fremont Federal Credit Union, and relayed to all how nice the event was.
EXECUTIVE SESSION – Karchner made a motion to enter into executive session at 8:05p.m. to discuss pending litigation , Tracy second.  VOTE – Yeas – Karchner, Tracy, Hathaway, Tate and Porter. Nays – None MOTION CARRIED  5-0
Present at Executive Session were Mayor Harman, Runion, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Tate, Tracy, Kuhlman, and Whitehead.
At 8:12 p.m. Tracy made a motion to adjourn to open session, Tate second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Porter, and Karchner.  Nays – None   MOTION CARRIED  5-0
