MINUTES MAY 5, 2008
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL
Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday May 5, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers of Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Richard Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Bob Hathaway, Judy Karchner, Monte Porter, Jeff Tate and Ty Tracy.  Also present were Karen Schepman, Sally Markin, Alice Dimoff, Norma McClish, Miriam Obermyer, Margaret Sattler, Dee Bignall, Kelly O’Connor, Don Rozick, Bob Rickard, Doug Nusser, Chief Roy Whitehead, Deb Wallace of The Press, and Solicitor Bob Kuhlman.  Council Member Joe Riffle was excused. 
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee of April 7 and Administrative and Personnel and Sewer Separation Committees of April 14 were approved as presented.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

~ On behalf of the Tree Committee, Kelly O’Connor presented the Tree City USA awards. The Village has received this award for 17 years. Also presented were letters from Senator Sherrod Brown, and Urban Forester Stephanie Miller commending Woodville on this honor. The date for next year awards program will be Wednesday, April 15, 2009.
Ms. O’Connor also complimented Beeker’s and North Branch Nursery for the removal and the replacement of the tree’s to prevent the spread of the Emerald-Ash-Borer. She questioned the final bill from Beeker’s, as the total amount exceeded the grant monies provided.  Bob Rickard said the extra money would come from the General Fund. The Tree Committee will re-visit more trees being planted in the fall.
Ms. O’Connor, representing the Rec. Board, presented recommendations for the Pool Manager – Tim Walsh, and also lifeguards and Rec. helpers(see attachment). O’Connor asked if Walsh’s son could be hired as a guard, as it is a seasonal position. Bob Kuhlman checked the personnel policy manual and it is considered nepotism.  O’Connor asked Council to consider a reimbursement to employee’s who get certified as lifeguards, and remain employed by the Village.  O’Connor requested that Rickard evaluate the condition of the equipment at the pool before the next Rec board meeting scheduled for May 15. Cost for passes will not be increasing this year, and they also will be sold at the Town Hall. Monday-Friday 8-4. Tracy made a motion to hire Tim Walsh as Pool Manager at 500hrs. and not to exceed $4,500. Also  lifeguards at $7.00hr. and Rec helpers at $5.00hr.per Rec. Board recommendations , Porter second. VOTE – yeas- Tracy, Porter, Hathaway, Karchner, and Tate. Nays- None MOTION CARRIED 5-O.

~ Don Rozick expressed his concerns after attending the CAFO’s meeting as to how  the public was to be informed about the bacterial levels in our water. Bob Rickard explained that our water is tested twice a month for bacterial levels, as well as many other tests throughout the month. The procedure should be that CAFO does its testing, we continue to 
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do ours, and should any increases in bacteria be noted; the EPA and Health Dept. will be notified.
Mr. Rozick also questioned the load limits on the rural roads and Rt. 20, in regards as to whether agricultural vehicles are exempt or not from permits. Chief Whitehead explained that the Police dept. works with the local farmers to get their equipment through town. On the issue of over-weight vehicles Chief Whitehead said that no one is exempt, although we have no scales in which to weigh with.
Mr. Rozick would like to Police Dept. to enforce the policy about garage sale signs. Chief Whitehead explained that the policy is 1st. a verbal to move the sign. 2nd the police will remove them.
~ Miriam Obermyer spoke on behalf of several concerned citizens about how the public would be informed on situations of crime happening in the Village. Chief Whitehead acknowledged their concerns, and assured them that if the situation warranted, it would be released to the newspapers and the television stations immediately. Chief Whitehead also stated that they could contact him at any time with their questions and/or concerns.
~ Doug Nusser fromPDG went over the draft from the March 31st. meeting. Nusser asked Council for the decisions made about the sewer separation project. The decisions are as follows: 

· The project is to be done in one phase.
· One contractor for the project.
· Project to be installed in the street right-of-way.

Nusser suggested a college intern for PDG be hired by the Village to do the surveys on the basements. He also suggests that a second person be hired to help. Nusser proposed that the intern be paid $10.00-$12.00, and $7.00-$8.00 for the second person. Nusser requested that a letter be drafted to the residents informing them of the details of the surveys.           
Also discussed were the permits, the cost of permits, the homeowner’s responsibility and cost to tap into the lines. Karchner suggested that once the costs were set that a letter be drafted, and sent to the residents.
Tracy made a motion to hire the PDG intern and a second person for the basement surveys for amount not to exceed $20.00 per hr. for both, and not exceed $15,000.00 for the duration of the surveys. Karchner second, VOTE-yeas- Tracy, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
REPORTS
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL – RIFFLE- No Report
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PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway -expressed concern about the number of potholes in the streets around town.  He asked Rickard if he would inquire the neighboring towns about the use of their equipment. Rickard reported that he has already been in contact with Shelly, and they will let him know when they start up their hot mix. 

The Mayor inquired about maintaining the boulevard sections in front of Huntington Bank , the Post Office , and the Ohio Lime Bldg. Rickard will check with the contractor.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Porter presented the Rec. Board minutes of March 18 and April 10. Porter also recommended for appointment Dennis Fetzer to the Rec. Board. Porter made a motion to appoint Dennis Fetzer to the Rec. Board, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas- Porter, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt finance ordinance #1445 in the amount of $27,473.40, Karchner second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Karchner, Porter, Tate, Hathaway  Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  5-0.
PUBLIC SAFETY – Tate – No report

RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Karchner –No report
WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported that Shelly is working with ODOT to install the water-sanitary sewer lines along the south side of Rt.20. The flags are in for Busdiecker Park as well as a new light kit for the fountain. Shades have been placed on the lights at the elementary school. Parks have been cleaned, and some upgrades made to the playground equipment. Rickard will contact the Sandusky County Prisoners Program to ask for assistance in cleaning up the pool. He is hoping to have this project started by the week of May 19th. The Dan Liskai property off of South St. needs to be researched for eminent domain status. Chief Whitehead offered to speak with Dan Liskai. Bob Kuhlman will research this and report to Mayor Harman.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Whitehead report that the new Dodge Charger police car is in. Whitehead also has asked to be reimbursed for his notary. The cost was $20.00. Tracy made a motion to reimburse Whitehead for the notary in the amount of $20.00, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays-None MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  
CLERK-TREASURER – Runion presented the following ordinance’s for Council’s consideration:

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            ORD-6-2008-Amending Section 5.03(4) of the Village Personnel Policy & Procedure Manual- Tate made a motion to suspend the rules, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas- Tate, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. Tate made a motion to adopt Ordinance 6-2008, Tracy second, VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays-None.  MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Runion asked permission for Utility Clerk Dawn Bockbrader to attend a seminar at the Heatherdowns Public Library on July 16,2008 for OPERS retirement updates.Tracy made a motion to allow Dawn Bockbrader to attend the seminar. Tate second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
NEW BUSINESS
Runion presented contracts from Salander Office Support and The Spieldenner Gallery Ltd. for Council’s consideration in updating the Village Web Site. After review of both contracts, Porter made a motion to accept the contract from Salander Office Support in the amount of $575.00 for 30 days with updates, and for $100.00 per month for 6 months. Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas- Porter, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
The Mayor presented the annual request of $1,977.00 for the Sandusky County Economic Development Corporation’s “Partnering for the Future” capital campaign to improve the economic well-being of Sandusky County. Hathaway made a motion  to grant the request of $1,977.00 to SCEDC. Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Hathaway, Tracy, Karchner, Porter, Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

Chief Whitehead asked that the Village consider buying a generator that would be kept at the Town Hall, in the event of another power outage. It is important to be able to maintain the phones for emergency reasons.  
Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:30p.m.
