Ordinance #4-2008

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the Village of Woodville, Sandusky County, Ohio that:

1. The Mayor and Clerk-Treasurer of the Village of Woodville are hereby authorized and empowered to enter into contracts for the expenditure of monies heretofore appropriated.

2. The Mayor and Clerk-Treasurer of the Village of Woodville are hereby authorized and empowered to make purchases in an amount not to exceed $1,000.00 per purchase and to procure warrants in payment thereof, provided the monies so expended have been appropriated herein for a purpose consistent with the expenditure.

3. The Mayor and Clerk-Treasurer of the Village of Woodville are further authorized and empowered to procure warrants for payment of the monthly utility bills incurred by the Village including but not limited to charges for electricity, natural gas, propane, fuel oil, water, etc.

4. The Mayor and Clerk-Treasurer are authorized to request an amended certificate reflecting the projected increase of revenue to the Sewer Fund in the amount of $249,790.00 for the design of the Sewer Separation Project.

5. It is found and determined that all formal actions of the Council of the Village of Woodville, Ohio concerning and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were taken in an open meeting of this Council, that all deliberations of this Council that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code. 

6. This Ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure for the health, safety, and welfare of the public.
