MINUTES –August 24, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, August 24, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Bob Hathaway, Jeff Tate, and Monte Porter, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, Chief Roy Whitehead , Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman, Margaret Sattler,  Rodney Chesnutte, Kurt Stevenson, and Denny Fetzer. 
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of August 10 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION- Margaret Sattler offered expressions of appreciation to Bob Hathaway for his service and dedication to the Village. Ms. Sattler also wished Mr. Hathaway Good Luck in Florida, and stated that he will be missed.
Bill Rowles reported that he has a meeting scheduled with Woodmore Superintendent Jane Garling. Mr. Rowles will address the issues related to annexing the proposed property for a new school building. This property is located next to McDonald’s.

Mr. Rowles reported that he has met with several residents who are interested in pursuing funding opportunities from FEMA for flood plain issues. Sandusky County’s Regional planning commission is also working on this and has offered to submit our application’s with theirs. Council unanimously agreed to work with Sandusky County on this issue.

Mr. Rowles reported that Tom Linke has been notified about the disabled vehicles on his Lime Street property. Mr. Linke has not complied with the request to clean up the property. The next step would be to take legal action against him. Mr. Kuhlman would represent the Village in this matter. Tracy made a motion to move forward with legal action against Mr. Tom Linke, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, Riffle, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
Mayor Harman requested that the parking on the front lawns throughout the Village be addressed. Chief Whitehead replied that he will give residents a warning, and then they will be ticketed if they continue to violate the parking ordinance.
CORRESPONDENCE- None
OLD BUSINESS- Mr. Chesnutte questioned the usage of fire pits and more specifically if residents could burn trash in them. Council instructed Mr. Chesnutte to contact the police department when he notices the odor.

REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported that employee’s Don Johnson and Keith Kruse were not allotted a bonus in December. Provided they complete their probation in good standing, Riffle recommends that Kruse receive $25.00 and Johnson receive $125.00 as a bonus in December.  Riffle made a motion to allow the bonuses as stated, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas- Riffle, Tate, Karchner, Porter, Hathaway, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Riffle reported that the contract with Domestic Uniforms was denied on their corporate level, and therefore will be rescinded. Rickard will remain with Unifirst Company to supply the uniforms for the employees. 

PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway asked if the Village or the Township is responsible to fix and maintain Portage River Road. Rickard responded that it depends on the section. Village takes care of inside the Village limits. Rickard will check to see where the area of concern falls.
Hathaway questioned Rickard on necessity to replace the ’96 dump truck. Rickard responded that a better trade in price would be given, and that this truck was the second snow removal truck.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner reported for informational purposes only, that Time Warner Cable is giving 13 hour windows for service calls. 
FINANCE – Tracy reported that the committee has reviewed the renewal for the employee health insurance plan. The renewal will be a 27% increase over last year.  Tracy made a motion to allow the renewal with Burnham & Flower for SuperMed plus Health Plan for employees at a monthly cost of $8,332.00, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Riffle. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Tracy also reported the committee has reviewed the liability and property insurance with Ohio Plan Risk Management, Inc. The renewal rate for the annual premium is $23,490.00. Tracy made a motion to allow the renewal at the annual rate of $23,490.00, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Riffle. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1477 in the amount of $127,471.74, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Karchner, Riffle, Hathaway, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
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PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate –No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter – No report.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· The Village was not awarded the OSS Solid waste Grant this time. The sidewalk lighting at Busdiecker Park that was submitted for the OSS grant will be submitted to the Sandusky County Parks Grant for consideration. The total amount of the grant would be $5,454.00 with the village portion being $1,500.00. Tate made a motion to apply for the Sandusky County Parks Grant for sidewalk lighting at Busdiecker Park and the Village portion not to exceed $1,500.00, Riffle second. VOTE Yeas- Tate, Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tracy. Nays- None. 
MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
· A Public Open House has been set for Tuesday, September 8 from 6:30pm-8:30pm at the Fire Station to discuss the Sewer Separation Project.
· Need to set a Finance Committee meeting to discuss painting the water tower and the expansion of the utility building.

· Will be working with the Fire Chief, Paul Heineman to color coordinate the fire hydrants, and this coordination will associate pressure amounts to each hydrant by color. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT-Chief Whitehead reported that Officer Hurst and Officer OSuch completed their probation and recommended a .50 cent per hour wage increase. Tate made a motion to grant the .50 cent per hour wage increase for Officer’s Hurst and OSuch, Karchner second.  VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Karchner, Riffle, Hathaway, Porter, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Chief Whitehead reported that Robin Collins owns the property at 827 W. Main St. and he is very unhappy with the way his property was left from the widening project of Rt. 20. A meeting has been set with Rickard, ODOT, and Shelley for Wednesday, August 26 to review these issues.
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion reported that the bonuses scheduled for payment in August were paid with the checks dated August 14th. 
The Council seat that will be vacant on August 31st has been advertised. Council will need to set a date(s) for interviews of those interested. Council requested that Runion schedule interviews for September 2nd or the 9th, starting at 6:45pm.

NEW BUSINESS- None
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MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor Harman thanked Council member Bob Hathaway for his service to the Village, and wished him and his wife well in Florida. Mayor Harman invited everyone to stay for a reception for Bob after Council tonight.
Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:05p.m.
