WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, December 28, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Monte Porter, and Denny Fetzer, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Stephanie Rizor, Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG), Rodney Chesnutt,  and Deb Wallace of The Press. Council member Jeff Tate entered at 7:17p.m., and Police Chief Roy Whitehead entered at 7:28p.m.  Council member Ty Tracy was excused. 
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of December 14 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-    None

CORRESPONDENCE-   Mayor Harman reviewed a letter from Time Warner Cable stating a new interactive technology, known as Switched Digital Video (SDV), will be implemented in January. 
Mr. Chesnutt commented he was still having problems with his cable tiling and freezing of the picture.

REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report.
Riffle informed Council of Columbia Gas Company is repairing gas lines in boulevard areas within the Village. They are not informing residents when they are going to be there.

PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner – No report.
Karchner made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1485 in the amount of $123,818.07, Riffle second. VOTE – Yeas- Karchner, Riffle, Fetzer, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 4-0.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Porter – No report. 
Porter thanked everyone for their support during his term, and was grateful for the opportunity to serve the Village.
FINANCE – Tracy – No report, absent.
PUBLIC SAFETY-  Tate – No report.
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RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer – No Report.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· OSS Solid Waste Grant- Next round of funding will be January 31, 2010. Checking with the OSS to see if replacing a roof is a feasible project or we will be asking for the lighting at Flag Park, since we were not awarded this in the Sandusky County Park Grant. An informational meeting on this grant application is mandatory and will be on January 7th.
· The Sandusky County Park Grant will award the Village $3,575.00 for playground surfacing & swing mats.

· We received the recommendation from ODOT about the upgrade needed for the traffic light at Walnut and Main St. The estimated upgrade will cost $20,000.00 to $30,000.00 and will need to go out for bid.
· The Ohio EPA has informed the Village that an archaeological study will need to be performed at the site of the Well Field Expansion before funding will be approved. PDG has received three(3) quotes for this study:


1. Weller & Associates, Inc. - $3.030.50 

2. Haywood Archaeological Services - $2,275.00

3. Ohio Valley Archaeology, Inc. - $1900.00
Scott Schroeder of PDG recommended Ohio Valley Archaeology, Inc. for this study. 
· North St. lot line project: One pole has been set; a second pole setting has been delayed due to higher priority projects.
· AMPGS project: Amp has scrapped the operation of being a coal-fired plant and will continue to explore developing the natural gas combined facility. AMP has called a meeting of the Participants on Tuesday, January 5th. Rickard will try to attend this meeting.
· The Washington attorneys, Ducan & Allen, continued to review the Meldahl/Greenup Project. John Courtney has recommended that the Village not participate in this project.
POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead reported he met with the Public Safety Committee to discuss hiring a part-time dispatcher. This position’s duties will include answering two phone lines, dispatching police calls, entering tickets, entering calls for service, and any other duties assigned by the Chief.  The Chief and Officer Mechel will train the dispatcher.  Tate made a motion to hire a part-time police dispatcher, hours not to exceed 20 hours per week, at a pay rate of $7.30 per hour with a $.20 cent pay increase with the satisfactory completion of training and the six (6) month probationary period. Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas- Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Porter, and Riffle. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
