MINUTES – February 23, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, February 23, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Richard Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Bob Hathaway, Joe Riffle, Judy Karchner, and Jeff Tate. Also present were Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Chief Roy Whitehead,  Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer (PDG) and Karen Schepman. Council member Monte Porter was excused.
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of February 9, and minutes of the Administrative & Personnel Committee meeting of February 6 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION- Scott Schroeder of PDG presented updates on the status of the Economic Stimulus Packages. PDG has submitted the Villages projects (wish list) for consideration. PDG has group several of the waterline projects together to create a more cost attractive project list. Ohio has developed a website for tracking the status of these projects.
Schroeder also reported that the deadline to submitted applications for STAG monies and 594 projects to Latta’s off ice is March 6. PDG will be submitting our Sewer Separation Project for this funding. The project has been divided into 3 phases, and phase 1 and 2 have received grants for $175,000.00 and $275,000.00 respectively from the Issue #2 monies. Phase 3 has been denied on this level, but has been sent to small government for further consideration.

Mayor Harman questioned Schroeder about the feasibility of making internal changes to the Utilities building to include 2 offices. Schroeder responded that if you don’t change square footage that it is possible that it would only require the permits to make the changes. Hathaway questioned if it would be the same to remodel at the Town Hall. Schroeder concluded that they would have to review the details to make a fair statement.

Bill Rowles reported that he has met with the Solicitor, Kuhlman, about the wind turbines and home based business resolutions. Rowles will continue to develop these resolutions and will present to the Planning Commission for review when complete. 

Rowles informed Council that he has been elected President of the Sandusky County Regional Planning Commission for 2009. Council congratulated Rowles and wishes him luck with his new position.
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REPORTS

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway expressed his disappointment with the condition of the parking lot behind the Town Hall after the last snow. It was his understanding that the issue of removal was previously addressed. The police officer on duty shoveled the front sidewalk, but the parking lot was not touched. Mayor Harman instructed Rickard to designate one person to be in charge of the parking lot.
Hathaway reported that the bids for the Digger Truck had been opened and there are some questions about one of the trucks. There is no recommendation for purchase at this time.

ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner reported that the Woodville Business Association (WBA) would like to hold an Easter Egg hunt on April 4th at the Water Works Park. Chief Whitehead recommended having the Easter Egg hunt at the school or at Trail Marker Park. Chief Whitehead has concerns with parking at the Water Works Park. Council agreed, and recommends that they move the event to the Trail Marker Park. Chief Whitehead will provide Auxiliary Officers at the event to help with the traffic.
Karchner questioned the striping that was recently done on Lime Road. It appears to have faded already. Rickard replied that it may be covered by salt residue or dirt. Rickard will check on it.
Karchner reported that there are grants available for purchasing open land/spaces. In the Woodpointe Development there are areas available for purchase. Karchner will evaluate, with Kris Gerwin, these grants and areas for a possible playground or park.
Karchner requested discussion about the rear yard drain tile that is located in the easements of Challenger Memorial Drive.Karchner would like to have this area of land be maintained by the Village and become Village property. Tate clarified that this would be the private storm sewer in the Village easement. Rickard responded that although he is not in favor of this responsibility, it should be the same for the Woodpointe Development. Karchner made a motion for the Village to take over responsibility of the private storm sewer in the Village easement,  after the point of where the property owners  tie in, with- in both developments. Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Tate, Tracy, and Hathaway. Nays- Riffle. MOTION CARRIED 4-1. 
FINANCE – Tracy reported that a meeting has been set with Huntington Bank to discuss the fees on the account for the utilities payments.

The 4th of July, Inc. President, Roger Weber, contacted Tracy about donating money to help purchase the new sign in front of the Post Office and making it digital. The Village has already committed to purchase a sign using the grant money from Martin Marietta. Tracy informed Mr. Weber that a digital sign could not be put in that area because of zoning laws. Tracy and Weber will meet to discuss other possibilities for using the donation.
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FINANCE CONTINUED- Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1465 in the amount of $136,783.86. Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Riffle, and Karchner. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter – No report. 
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· The OSS 2007 funding money for 3 picnic tables was approved by The Solid Waste district and the order was placed on February 17.

· The OSS 2008 funding recommendation for 3 lifeguard chairs and fall protection has been submitted.  
· The EPA has approved Chad Johnson to work the 20 hours per week for technical supervision at the water treatment plant.  
· Bids for the Digger Truck were opened on February 17, 2009 at 1:00p.m. at the Town Hall and there are concerns with one truck.

· Due to the power outage on February 12 the pumps in Wells 7 and 8 burnt up. We also had 2 street light circuits down and 2 broken poles. The Village of Pemberville came and assisted us in the repairs.
· Well Updates:   #2-went back in service today.

                         #7- 1st T.C. sample came back good. 2nd sample went in today.

                         #8- Treated with chlorine today. 
A new law has been implemented to prevent someone from being held down at the bottom of a pool, by requiring an approved grate be installed over the drain covers. These grates will cost about $2,600.00, and will require that the pool be drained to install them. Tate made a motion to allow the purchase of the grates at a cost not to exceed $2,600.00, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas- Tate, Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
· A meeting was held in Columbus with AMPO, John Courtney of Courtney and Associates, Martin Marietta about the annexation. A memorandum of understanding is forthcoming. 
· Jack Jones of Poggemeyer Design Group has sent information about developing the New Well Field. A meeting will be set with the Public Works & Maintenance committee to review this information.
· A meeting also needs to be set with the Administrative & Personnel committee to review the applications for the part time position as well as the water operator position.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead reported that he will be attending the continuing education classes at Owen’s Community College. 
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POLICE DEPARTMENT- CONTINUED:
Chief Whitehead reported that the lap top computer quit working. He has submitted an application through the Ohio Department of Public Safety to receive new computers at no cost to the Village.

Chief Whitehead concluded by informing Council that he will be on vacation from February 26-March 2.

Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas- Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance #6-2009, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas- Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, and Tracy. Nays-None MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
