MINUTES – February 9, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, February 9, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Richard Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Monte Porter, Ty Tracy, Bob Hathaway, Joe Riffle, and Jeff Tate. Also present were Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Chief Roy Whitehead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman,  Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, Deb Wallace of The Press, and Karen Schepman. Council member Judy Karchner was excused.
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of January 19, Minutes of the Special Council meeting of January 26, and the Environment, Planning & Community Development committee meeting of January 26 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION- Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles presented an update on the annexation currently in progress with Martin Marietta. Mr. Rowles is concerned with the 4 properties that are located in the township (507,509, 511, & 531 Lime Road). The annexation of Martin Marietta these properties would become a peninsula of land with Village land around them. The Township Trustees have proposed that the 4 properties be annexed along with the Martin Marietta property. At this time the property owners are being contacted to inform them of the situation. It is Mr. Rowles recommendation that the 4 properties are annexed with the Martin Marietta annexation.

Rickard reported that he has a meeting scheduled for February 18 with Martin Marietta, and John Courtney of Amp-Ohio to continue the process of the annexation. 
CORRESPONDENCE:
 Mayor Harman reviewed a letter from Time Warner Cable detailing the changes in their service. These are additional channel moves to the previously announced changes. 

Mayor Harman extended an invitation to Council from the Sandusky County Economic Development Corporation for their seminar “2009 Economic Outlook: What Are the Signs of the Coming Recovery?” This seminar/dinner is Wednesday, February 18.
Mayor Harman reported that a letter had been received from the Toledo Northwestern Ohio Food Bank informing the Village of the gifts that Poggemeyer Design Group made to the Food Bank in the Village’s honor during the holiday season.
Sandusky County Emergency Management Agency/911 has informed the Village that the procedure for the tornado warning siren will be a 3 minute steady warning signal with NO all clear signal. Citizens are advised to tune to local news or NOAA weather for further weather information and updates.

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REPORTS

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported that the committee had met on February 6 and discussed the job descriptions for the Village Administrator, and the Administrator Assistant positions. Another meeting will be set to continue this discussion. The Village Solicitor Ordinance #3-2009 has been finalized and amended to read “shall attend at least 16 meetings Village Council meetings” not 12 meetings per year. Runion presented Ordinance #3- 2009 EMPLOYING ROBERT A. KUHLMAN AS VILLAGE SOLICITOR. Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance #3-2009, Second Tracy. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway – No report
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner – No report

FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1464 in the amount of $40,724.06. Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Riffle, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Tracy made a motion to pay the Sandusky County Regional Planning dues in the amount of $1,186.20, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Porter, and Riffle. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter reported that the Tree Commission had met on January 20 and have set their 2009 agenda. The commission has earmarked $3,000.00 of their budget to help with the removal of several street trees that are dead. The next meeting is scheduled for March 10. 
Porter reported that the Rec. Board would like to advertise for the Pool Manager position. They would like to have a Manager hired to help with the hiring of the other staff. Council was in agreement with the advertising for the Manager position.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:

· The Safe Routes to School grant program had a meeting on January 27, Jane Garling Woodmore Superintendant and Joe Wank Woodmore Elementary Principal attended this meeting with Rickard. More information will be coming about this at a later date. Chief Whitehead requested that he be informed of the next meeting so that he may plan to attend as well.
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR- CONTINUED:

· A resolution will be ready for the next meeting to commit to ODOT for Road Salt for the 2009-2010 winter season.
· The OSS 2007 funding money that was approved at the last meeting of $297.64for 3 picnic tables was a quote from the wrong pricing sheet. The new price will be $524.10. This will be the Village’s portion for 3 picnic tables with umbrella’s. Tate made a motion to pay $524.10 for 3 picnic tables with umbrellas, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas- Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, and Riffle. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  
· The Environmental & Community Development Committee also decided to recommend that the 2008 OSS funding money be used to purchase 3 lifeguard chairs and the fall protection materials for the parks.  The Village portion for the 3 lifeguard chairs and fall protection materials would be $248.14. Porter made a motion to allow the purchase of 3 lifeguard chairs, fall protection materials and the Village portion to be $248.14, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas- Porter, Tate, Hathaway, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
· Due to the resignation of the water operator Tim Eckman, the technical supervision hours for the water treatment plant, will increase from 10 hours per week to 20 hours per week. This increase in hours will begin on February 9, 2009.
· Bids for the Digger Truck will be opened on February 17, 2009 at 1:00p.m. at the Town Hall.

· Rehab is finished on Well #2. A flow test will be done tomorrow, and a TC test will be done this week. We have 4 wells operating now, and it takes about 9 hours a day to fill the tower and the clear well.
· Ben Brien was consulted about visibility issues if stop signs were erected at College Ave. and Erie St. at the Spring St. intersections. It was Brien’s opinion that when the trees are in full bloom it will be difficult to see the stop signs unless the trees are completely trimmed back. Rickard deferred to Chief Whitehead for his opinion, and Chief Whitehead recommended that they not be put up. The traffic has slowed up since the opening up of Route 20 from the construction.  Mayor Harman has requested that Chief Whitehead contact the residents who raised the concerns about the areas. Hathaway responded that because he made the original motion to put the stop signs up, he made a motion to withdraw his original motion to erect the stop signs, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas- Hathaway, Riffle, Porter, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
· Jack Jones of Poggemeyer Design Group has gathered information from Eagon & Associates about developing the New Well Field, and this information will be presented at the next meeting.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead presented the December monthly report and the 2008 annual report.
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POLICE DEPARTMENT- CONTINUED:
Chief Whitehead requested permission for Sgt. Gearheart to attend a class for glock armored and firing range instructor in Maumee for $150.00 on February 19. Chief Whitehead also asked for permission to attend a continuing education classes at a cost not to exceed $250.00. It is possible that this class may be offered at Owens Community College, and if so he will take it there. Tate made a motion to allow Sgt. Gearheart to attend the class for $150.00 and Chief Whitehead to attend continuing education classes not to exceed $250.00, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Riffle, Hathaway, Porter, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinances for Council’s consideration:
 
ORDINANCE #4-2009- ESTABLISHING REGULAR VILLAGE COUNCIL MEETINGS ON THE SECOND AND FOURTH MONDAY OF EACH MONTH. Tracy made a motion to suspend the rules, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Riffle, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  Tracy made a motion to adopt Ordinance #4-2009, Riffle second. VOTE- Yeas- Tracy, Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
NEW BUSINESS- Tracy asked for clarification from Kuhlman about ticketing oversized and overweight vehicles within the Village limits. Kuhlman responded that most of these situations are contested, and that the fines do not make it worthwhile because of the cost associated with prosecuting them. 
MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor Harman reported that The Arbor Day Foundation sent a letter of congratulations on having achieved Tree City USA status for 2008. This is the 18th year that the Village has achieved this status.
Mayor Harman appointed a committee comprised of himself, Ty Tracy, and Bob Hathaway to meet with Rickard monthly during the adaptation of the Village Administrator appointment from his prior position as Village Works Administrator. A meeting has been set for March 3 at 8:30a.m. at the Utilities building.
Mayor Harman questioned Chief Whitehead about the snowmobiles on the public sidewalks. Chief Whitehead responded that he is developing a program that will require owners of snowmobiles to register their vehicles, and they will receive a sticker to show that they have registered as well as a rules and regulations sheet. 
Mayor Harman requested that Council continue with a plan to merge the offices of the Clerk-Treasurer and Utility billing Clerk to the Utilities building on Lime Road. Council will meet at the Utilities building on February 23 at 6:00p.m. for a walk through of the building.
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MAYOR’S REPORT-CONTINUED:

Mayor Harman reported that the Sandusky County Economic Development Corporation (SCEDC) has asked for the Village, as well as many other Villages, businesses, and organizations, to financially commit an amount to assist in meeting the $49k needed for the 1st Phase which is a Feasibility Study for creating a GREEN Economic Future for Sandusky County. Riffle made a motion to contribute $1,000.00 to the “Feasibility Study” phase, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas- Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:05p.m.
