MINUTES –June 8, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, June 8, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Bob Hathaway, and Jeff Tate, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Deb Wallace of The Press, and Karen Schepman. Chief Whitehead entered at 7:05pm. Council member Monte Porter and Mayor Rich Harman were excused.  
Council President Ty Tracy called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of May 25 were approved as presented.

REPORTS

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported that Keith Kruse has accepted the offer for the part-time position and has passed the physical. Riffle made a motion to hire Kruse as the part-time utilities position at $10.00 per hour as of May 21st, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Karchner, Hathaway, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
 Eric Beck failed to meet the hiring requirements; Riffle proposed that Kruse also become the meter reader. Rickard concurred with the proposal and stated that since Kruse is committed to another part-time job until the end of the year one of the full time employee’s will read meters when necessary. 
Riffle questioned the status of moving the Clerk and Billing Clerk’s offices to the Utilities building. Discussion led to the Public Works and Maintenance committee getting facts on the costs, codes, and how to pay for the project. 

PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway questioned the status of the Sewer Separation Project starting. Rickard responded that Poggemeyer has completed most of the design and that he has reviewed them. When the plans have been completed, Poggemeyer will set a meeting with Council for an update.
Hathaway requested that as part of the hiring process background checks be conducted.
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ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT –Karchner reported that she had contacted Buckeye Sanitation about picking up the trash on a different day next year during the town wide garage sales. Owner, Tom Dunn was pleased with the outcome of the day and had no reason to change the day. Mr. Dunn also said that he was pleased with the increased visibility of the police department on recycle days. 
FINANCE – Tate made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1472 in the amount of $34,818.95. Karchner second. VOTE – Yeas- Tate, Karchner, Hathaway, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate asked if anyone had questions about the Planning Commission’s resolutions that will be presented in a Public meeting in July. Since he is on the committee for these issues he will be available for any questions or concerns.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter- No report – Absent. Chief Whitehead requested that everyone be aware around Trail Marker Park.  Several things have been vandalized recently. 
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· Nature Works 2008- Contractor started gable ends; shelter house is finished and is still working on the rest.

· OSS Solid Waste District- Kris Gerwin attended the meeting about the grant for 2009 and will be completing the application for the grant. The Village will be requesting the replacement sidewalk lighting bollards in Busdiecker Park. The total cost for this would be $5,160.00 plus $195.00 for shipping, and we would be responsible for 20%, however we would score higher for consideration if we increase that percentage. Rickard recommended that the Village share be $1,500.00. Tate made a motion to obligate the $1,500.00 to complete the funding for the project, Riffle second. VOTE- Yeas- Tate, Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner, Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0
· A conference call was held with Martin Marietta and Amp-OH on June 4th to discuss interconnection. Rickard was instructed to attend the next Township meeting about the road tax fund money. Rickard was advised to consult with them on the possibility of refunding 100% of that money for 10 years to the Township.
· Pool has been inspected and approved to open. The baby pool controller is still down and should be finished by the weekend. Pool staff will be attending OSHA orientation on Tuesday, June 9th.
· CSX Railroad has notified us that the crossing on Anderson Rd. will be closed next week.

· Mosquito spraying will begin next week.

· Tracy reported that a resident on Riverside Dr. complained about cars driving in the easement area behind her home (on the river side).  They questioned if signs could be posted by the Village to keep traffic off of the area. Rickard responded that he will check into this.
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POLICE DEPARTMENT- Whitehead requested that the Village pay for Sgt. Gearheart to attend Taser Training classes at a cost of $150.00 plus mileage. Tate made a motion to allow Sgt. Tom Gearheart to attend the training classes for a cost of $150.00 plus mileage, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Karchner, Hathaway, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Chief Whitehead informed Council that on June 23rd Auxiliary officers will be positioned at Portage River Road South to assist with traffic as an annual bike tour crosses Route 20.

Citations were up for the month of May. The officer rotation and the state wide “Click-it-or-Ticket” program are the main factors for the increase. 

Chief Whitehead reported that he will be on vacation from June 25th through July 2nd. 
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinance’s and Resolution for Councils consideration:

Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
Riffle made a motion to adopt Resolution #14-2009, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
ORDINANCE #15-2009- MODIFYING THE WATER RATES OF THE VILLAGE OF WOODVILLE, SANDUSKY COUNTY, OHIO AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY-1st READING.

MAYOR’S REPORT- Tracy requested that an Administrative & Personnel committee meeting be set to review the employee evaluations and to finalize Rickard’s contract. 
Tracy read a letter from Mayor Harman to the Council about the Planning Commission’s recommendations to change the zoning ordinances pertaining to Home Occupation, and also to specify regulations and standards associated with Wind turbines.
Council President Ty Tracy adjourned the meeting at 7:56p.m.
