MINUTES – MARCH 23, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, March 23, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Richard Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Bob Hathaway, Monte Porter, and Jeff Tate. Also present were Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, Township Trustee Bill Hammer , John Courtney of Courtney & Associates, Deb Wallace of The Press, Steve Gruner of the Sandusky County Parks,  and Karen Schepman. Council member Joe Riffle entered at 7:30pm. Township Trustee Ken Green entered at 7:30pm.  Council member Judy Karchner was excused.
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of March 9 were approved as presented.
Tracy made a motion to enter into Executive Session at 7:05pm to discuss legal contracts, Hathaway second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 4-0.

Present at Executive Session: Mayor Harman, Runion, Hathaway, Porter, Tate, 

Tracy, Courtney, Kuhlman, and Rickard. 

Tracy made a motion to adjourn into open session at 7:28pm, Hathaway second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 4-0.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION- Steve Gruner from the Sandusky County Parks District presented the 2009 Local Park Grant Program Awards to Mayor Harman; a check for $4,975.00 was presented to help purchase new doors for the shelter house at Trail Marker Park.
Mr. Gruner presented the Park District’s Capital Improvement Grant Program Awards for the Townships and Villages for the years 1990-2009. 

Mayor Harman thanked Mr. Gruner for the Grant Award, and question how the program was maintaining during these economic times. Mr. Gruner replied that since they rely on levy money, things are all right for now.
CORRESPONDENCE- Mayor Harman read a letter from Time Warner Cable informing the Village that the plan to make Time Warner Cable Inc. (TWC) a “spin-off”, which would leave TWC a separate publicly, traded company. As of March 12, 2009 all the stock of TWC is now publicly traded. This does not change the identity of the cable franchisee.
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OLD BUSINESS- Mayor Harman presented the breakdown of costs from Clemans & Nelson, the firm contracted by the Village from 2002 to present, to draft the Personnel & Policy Manual. Runion recommended that since the Manual has been completed and has been adopted as of March 1 that the contract with Clemans & Nelson be terminated effect April 1. Tracy made a motion to terminate the contract with Clemans & Nelson as of April 1, 2009, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Porter, and Riffle. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
REPORTS

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle- No Report
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway reported that Wastewater operator Gary Jeanette has been training the new personnel hired in the Water treatment plant for many years. He has also been maintaining the plant during the interim of personnel changes. Jeanette has not been recognized for the extra duties he has incurred during these changes. Hathaway made a motion to increase Gary Jeanette’s wage from $16.70 per hour to $18.00 per hour effective with the next pay period being March 23rd, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Hathaway, Tate, Porter, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
Hathaway requested that the removal of the Pine tree’s at the Pool and the pot holes on College Ave. be addressed as soon as possible.
Hathaway would like to see a letter drafted to update Village residents about the sewer separation project, basically information about the streets that are going to be affected during the project.  

ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner –No Report
FINANCE –Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1467 in the amount of $180,017.96. Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Riffle, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Tracy made a motion to add $85.00 to the quote for Toledo sign for an extension pole with suction cup to put up the letters on the sign board. This will bring the total cost of the sign to $1,870.00, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Porter, and Riffle. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate presented an invoice from Tille Enterprises to Tim Smith in the amount of $350.00 for repairs that were made to the tile that was broken in the rear yard of his home on Challenger Memorial Drive. Tate made a motion that the invoice be paid by the Village, Hathaway second. Rickard requested that the matter be tabled until the next meeting as Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group would be in attendance to present additional information about this issue. Tate rescinded the motion.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter – No report
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· Now that the grant money has been received to replace the 2 overhead doors and the swing out doors on the shelter house, a choice needs to be made on the color. The doors are brown now. Council recommended keeping the same color.
· We will be applying for the CDBG grant this year. Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) will be assisting with this application.

· Don Johnson interviewed for the Water Operator position and the committee would like to extend an offer to him for the position at $21.50 per hour, with a .50 cent increase after a 6 month probation period. Tate made a motion to offer Don Johnson the position of Water Operator at the pay rate of $21.50 per hour, Hathaway second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Hathaway, Porter, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
· AMP-OH will be conducting Intermediate Lineman classes in June. Rickard would like to send Matt Mathias to these classes. The cost of this class is $875.00. Riffle made a motion to allow Matt Mathias to attend Intermediate Lineman Classes from June 22-26 at the cost of $875.00 plus the cost of a hotel and meals, Hathaway second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Hathaway, Porter, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
· The flags at Flag Park need to be replaced. Through Senator Voinovich’s office they can replace 20 flags for $440.00. There is money left from the Martin Marietta grant and it can be used for the replacement of these flags. Council recommended that we purchase additional flags at that cost to have in stock. Tate made a motion to purchase 40 flags at a cost of $880.00, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Riffle, Hathaway, Porter, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
· The County Engineer came out to remove the dead tree by the Cherry Street Bridge. The tree was creating a river jam. 

· Rickard requested permission to purchase power poles at a cost of $11,000.00.

Tracy made a motion to allow the purchase of power poles for $11,000.00, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Porter, and Riffle. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead –No Report- Absent
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion –No Report
NEW BUSINESS- Bill Rowles informed Council that there was a Zoning Board of Appeals meeting scheduled for April 7th at 7:00pm. Rowles will be adding Aaron Nye to this agenda as well. Mr. Nye has changed his plans for a public laundry on his property, and will now have only a private laundry for tenants to use. This will change the conditional permit that he has already been granted. Rowles has also asked that the Fire Chief look at the new plans since the state will no longer be inspecting the property.
Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:15p.m.
