MINUTES – October 12, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, October 12, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Jeff Tate, Monte Porter, and Denny Fetzer, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Rodney Chesnutte, and Karen Schepman. Chief Roy Whitehead entered at 7:05p.m.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of September 28, Public Safety and Sewer Separation Committee meetings of September 30 and the Administrative & Personnel Committee Meeting of October 7 were approved as corrected. Jeff Tate was added to the Sewer Separation Committee meeting roll call.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   None
CORRESPONDENCE-  Mayor Harman read Thank you notes from Stacey Gibson-for support of Red Ribbon Week, Woodmore Schools-for hanging the Woodmore banner, and from the Alzheimer’s Association-for the donation in memory of Joseph Jeanette.
Mayor Harman read a letter from Jim Seaman, Coordinator of the Sandusky County Sheriff’s Office Community Work Program. This program provided the Village with labor for projects such as cleaning up of Trail Marker Park, the river bank, and the swimming pool area. Mr. Seaman was asking the Village to consider making a donation to the program. Tracy made a motion to donate $250.00 to the Community Work Program, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Porter. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
OLD BUSINESS- None 
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report. 
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner – No report. 
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Porter reported that the Tree Commission will have a meeting on October 13 at 7:00pm.
FINANCE –Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1480 in the amount of $38,016.14, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 

Tracy reported that Dan Hardwick of RBC, inc. presented information during the Finance Committee meeting about debt collection services. Fred Holmes of Volunteer Energy Services, Inc. presented information on municipal aggregation programs.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate reported that the Committee had met on September 30th to discuss the possibility of a part-time dispatcher for the Police Department.
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RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported that the Rec. Board met on September 30th for a year end review of the Pool. Kelly O’Connor has resigned from the Rec. Board, and other members indicated that they will not be continuing when their terms are up. Jim Kohn and Chris Whitney have expressed an interest in fulfilling the positions. They will be contacted and appointed in January of 2010.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· Woodmore Schools has requested the banner hung again across Main Street at Cherry Street. After much discussion the Mayor called for a roll call vote. Tracy made a motion to not allow the banner to be hung at this time, Porter second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Porter, and Riffle. Nays- Fetzer, Karchner, and Tate. Mayor Harman – Yea. MOTION CARRIED 4-3.
· Working with ODOT on the quotes for the upgrade that is needed for the traffic light at Walnut and Main Streets.

· Rural Water Storage is continuing to paint the water tower.
· AMP Conference will be October 27-29th.

· An Operational & Maintenance class that is needed to maintain contact hours for the Water/Wastewater operators has been scheduled for October 19th. Kris Gerwin has invited other Villages to attend the required class here and share in the cost. This will be held here annually to minimize the cost for all participating communities.
· A meeting is scheduled for October 14 with John Courtney, Martin Marietta & AMP to discuss power supply to Martin Marietta.

· Working with PDG on obtaining the easements needed for the Well Field Expansion, and also to complete the application for stimulus funding for the Expansion.
· The West side of the Town Hall cannot be painted entirely. The contractor believes he can paint 75% of it.
· The water clarity problems on George and Evergreen Streets have subsided some, and a filter will be installed at two residents.
Council questioned the morale of the employee’s since the committee meeting. Rickard responded that they are not satisfied. Council requested that another meeting be set to continue the discussion.

 POLICE DEPARTMENT-Chief Whitehead reported that he and Officer Rizor would be conducting an I-Safety program at the School. This is an educational program for students and parents on internet safety.
Chief Whitehead presented the September monthly report for review.

Chief Whitehead reported that he and Rickard had met with Chris Waterfield of ODOT to discuss the placement of the signs along Rt. 20. Whitehead suggested that the Village allow ODOT to maintain the signs. Tate made a motion to allow ODOT to maintain the signs on Rt. 20 within the Village limits, Fetzer second. VOTE- Yeas- Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Porter, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
