MINUTES – October 26, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, October 26, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Jeff Tate, Monte Porter, and Denny Fetzer, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, Rodney Chesnutte, and Karen Schepman. Chief Roy Whitehead was excused.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of October 12 and the Administrative & Personnel Committee Meeting of October 22 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Bill Rowles reported:

·  He has received the flood insurance rate maps for Sandusky County. The changes for the Village have been updated on the maps. 
·  The Census map for 2010 has been updated to include the Woodpointe and Endeavors developments. 

· The Linke property on Lime Road has been re-organized, but no vehicles have been removed.

· 4th of July Committee has asked for a recommendation to build a permanent stage in the area by the bridge in Trail Marker Park. Rowles will review and report to the committee.

· Aaron Nye is moving forward with remodeling the motel. 

· Eric Kruse has requested a variance to remodel the property on Water Street (the old concrete plant). A zoning variance hearing is scheduled for November 4th.
Rodney Chesnutte asked if Council has looked at the condition of the dump truck that needs to be replaced. Response was, yes they have, but it will not be replaced this year.

CORRESPONDENCE-  Mayor Harman read a Thank you note from Lime Fest Chairman, Jeff Scheff for the Village officials participation and support for the Festival this year.

REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported that the committee met with Rickard and employee’s to review issues, and will meet again in a few weeks to further the discussion.
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PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner – No report. 
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Porter – No report.
FINANCE – Tracy reported that Fred Holmes of Volunteer Energy has reviewed the 10 Village accounts and has determined that if we had a variable rate for the last 12 months we could have saved a substantial amount. In order to choose a rate plan (fixed or variable) for the best interest of the Village, Holmes suggested tracking the 10 accounts by placing 5 with a variable rate and 5 on a fixed.  Tracy made a motion to change 5 of the 10 Village accounts to Volunteer Energy for one (1) year, Tate second. VOTE- Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1481 in the amount of $13,768.82, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 

PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate reported for Chief Whitehead who was absent.
· Gary Zajac from the Fremont Federal Credit Union complemented Sergeant Gearheart on his observation of a vehicle in their parking lot.
· The I-safety program will be starting soon at the Schools.

· The evacuation drill for the Elementary and Solomon Schools went very well.

RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported that Kelly O’Connor has resigned from the Rec. Board. Jim Kohn and Chris Whitney have accepted the positions. They have been contacted and will be appointed in January of 2010.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· OSS Solid Waste Grant- Next round of funding will be January 30, 2010.

· Sewer Separation Project- Another review of the project will be ready for the end of December.

· Working with ODOT on the quotes for the upgrade that is needed for the traffic light at Walnut and Main Streets.

· Filters have been installed for a resident on George St. and will be installed for a resident on Evergreen Drive this week.

· Rural Water Storage is continuing to paint the water tower.
· Utility Building Expansion- Scott Schroeder of PDG met with Barb and Dawn to finalize the needs for their office space.

· Met on October 14 with John Courtney, Martin Marietta & AMP to discuss power supply to Martin Marietta.

· Working with PDG on obtaining the easements needed for the Well Field Expansion. 
· Will be attending the AMP Conference from October 27-29th.
· Well #5 is down, a check valve went bad. Should be fixed by Wednesday.
· Waiting for quotes on the North Street lot line project. 
· All employee’s will be certified in the water plant lab on November 6th.

· Don Johnson has completed his probation period and is recommended for a .50 cent per hour raise. Tate made a motion to increase Johnson’s pay from $21.50 per hour to $22.00 per hour, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas- Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Porter, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
