MINUTES – September 14, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, September 14, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Jeff Tate, and Monte Porter, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, Chief Roy Whitehead , Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman, and Denny Fetzer. 
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of August 24 and Finance Committee meeting of August 24and 31 were approved as presented.
Nominations were opened by Mayor Harman for the vacant Council seat. Tracy nominated Dennis Fetzer. With no other nominations Mayor Harman closed the nominations. VOTE- Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Riffle, Porter, and Karchner. Nays- None.
Solicitor Bob Kuhlman swore in Dennis Fetzer to fill the seat of Bob Hathaway, who resigned as of August 31, 2009.

Council member Monte Porter was excused at 7:05pm.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-  Bill Rowles reported that he has consulted with Kuhlman on how to proceed with the legal action against Tom Linke. Council instructed Rowles and Kuhlman to continue with the legal action. 
Bill Rowles reported that he has met with Woodmore Superintendent Jane Garling. Garling is not opposed to annexing the proposed property for a new school building. 
CORRESPONDENCE- None
OLD BUSINESS- Chief Whitehead reported that parking in the front lawn area of properties is being addressed throughout the Village. Property owners are warned that it is a violation of our zoning codes. Whitehead requested that Rowles inform him when he becomes aware of any violations.

REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report. Requested that a Sewer Separation Committee meeting be scheduled.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner – No report.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Porter – No report, excused.
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FINANCE –Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1478 in the amount of $104,664.27, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, and Riffle. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
Tracy requested that Kuhlman inform Council of the costs associated with the legal action against Linke’s.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate –No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer – No report.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· The OSS Solid Waste Grant application will be due Jan. 30, 2010. If Council has any ideas for the application “wish list”, please submit them soon. 
· The Public Open House on Tuesday, September 8 regarding the Sewer Separation Project was well attended. Residents asked many good questions.
· The finance committee met and has approved the painting of the water tower. Tate made a motion to allow Rural Water Storage to paint the exterior of the water tower at a cost not to exceed $17,000.00, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
· Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) is working on the expansion of the utilities building.

· All fire hydrants have been flushed. The flow information will be passed on to the Fire Chief, so the color coordination of hydrants can begin.

· The EPA has completed their Sewer Plant inspection. Council had a copy of the report and Rickard asked for questions. Council questioned why we are not documenting the specific causes of overflows, Rickard responded that we do all the testing required and will keep better documentation of the overflow testing. Council questioned if the standby power for the pump stations and sewer plant was going to be part of the Sewer Separation Project, Rickard responded that yes it will be.
· A meeting has been set with Tom Linke to discuss the possibility of the new Well Field Expansion on his property.

· There were no bids for the Digger Truck. Other options are being explored.

· All of the old playground equipment in Trail Marker Park has been removed.

· Pool has been closed for the season.

· October 4-10 is Public Power Week. AMP has sent a flag and if there is no objection the flag will be flown that week in Busdiecker Park. Council unanimously approved the decision.
POLICE DEPARTMENT-Chief Whitehead gave the August monthly report.
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CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Resolution for Council’s consideration:


Resolution #26-2009- SANDUSKY COUNTY PARK DISTRICT 2010 LOCAL PARK CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT GRANTS PROGRAM.  Tate made a motion to suspend the rules, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, and Riffle. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  Tate made a motion to adopt Resolution #26-2009, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, and Riffle. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
NEW BUSINESS- Trick or Treat was set for October 31st from 6:00p.m. until  8:00p.m.
MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor Harman appointed Council member Judy Karchner as the representative to the EMS Advisory Board and also to the Firemen’s Dependent Board.
Mayor Harman also appointed Council member Fetzer chairman of Recreation & Parks Development Committee, as well as a member of the Environmental, Planning & Community Development and Public Safety Committee’s.

Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 7:33p.m.
