MINUTES –July 27, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, July 27, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Bob Hathaway, and Monte Porter, Chief Roy Whitehead, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman, John Courtney of Courtney & Associates, Rodney Chesnutte, and Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles. Council member Jeff Tate was excused.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of July 13, Public Hearing of July 13, Public Works & Maintenance Committee of July 8, and Administrative & Personnel Committee of July 11 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION- John Courtney reported that in researching the financial aspects for the New Well Field, an additional 7% - 8% rate increase will need to be implemented in the Water fund. The increase can be put off until the project is complete.
Courtney reported that he and Bob Rickard met with Rodney Chesnutte to address Mr. Chesnutte’s letter (attached) about the water rates. The discussion revealed that the current water rate ordinance does not include the surcharges and capacity charges for customers. Courtney continued by saying these charges are in the rules and regulations and were previously adopted by the Board of Public Affairs. A motion and a vote to amend the surcharges and capacity charges would be required to modify the rules and regulations. 
Courtney informed Council of funding options for the expansion of the Utilities building.  The project could be paid for from the electric fund, and then all funds would pay a rental rate. 
Bill Rowles asked if Council wanted to proceed with the Planning Commissions recommendations for zoning code amendments  for Home based businesses and wind turbines.  Mayor Harman suggested giving residents the 30 days to present their questions or concerns, and the August 10th Council meeting is still within the time frame before action on the amendments is required.
Rowles reported that the attempt to deliver a certified letter to Tom Linke has failed. This letter was to inform Mr. Linke of the zoning ordinances, and to ask that he comply by removing or licensing the vehicles on his property. Chief Whitehead has attempted to hand deliver the letter and he will not answer the door. The solicitor has advised Chief Whitehead to tape the letter to the door, and a copy of the letter be mailed as well.

Rodney Chesnutte expressed that he was satisfied with the outcome of his meeting with John Courtney and Bob Rickard. Mr. Chesnutte also expressed his disappointment that the letter (attached) he sent to Council was not addressed at the meeting. Council responded that they had since reviewed his letter, and were pleased that Mr. Courtney and Mr. Rickard addressed his concerns and questions satisfactorily. 
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CORRESPONDENCE- None
OLD BUSINESS- Karchner reported she researched the quotes for the T-shirt uniforms that are supplied to the utility workers. Karchner questioned how the comparison of the quotes was handled and what the amount would have to be to keep business local. Riffle responded that he was a part of the process of comparing the quotes and every opportunity was given to both companies to get an apple to apples quote. 
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway requested that the pot holes on First Street be repaired now, and not wait for the repaving that with be done with the sewer separation project. Rickard responded that they are currently replacing catch basins, and then will be patching the pot holes.
Hathaway reported that he has received numerous complaints about the temperature of the water in the pool. Rickard responded that due to the unseasonably cool summer, it would not be feasible to run the heater. Hathaway requested that the Village check into purchasing a solar cover. 

ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner, No report. 
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1475 in the amount of $175,150.83, Karchner second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Karchner, Riffle, Hathaway, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Tracy reported that the annual maintenance contract for the folder and burster machines that are used for the Utility bills monthly is $924.00. A new machine would cost approximately $4,400.00. The machine we currently have is at least 10 years old. A quote of $4,395.00 was received earlier this year for a new machine with a trade in of the old machine. Tracy requested that other quotes be acquired, and that a service contract be negotiated. Tracy made a motion to allow the purchase of a new folding machine at a cost not to exceed $4,395.00, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Karchner, Hathaway, Riffle, and Porter. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report, absent.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter- No report.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· A sewer separation project meeting was held with PDG and the plans are ready for review. A meeting will be held at the Utilities building on Wednesday, July 29 at 7:00pm.
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· Well #8 will be pumped for 1 week and then tested again. The results will not be available until Friday.
· The catch basin on South Cherry St. needs repaired. A quote of $3,300.00 has been received from Matt Tille. Porter made a motion to allow Tille to repair the catch basin at a cost not to exceed $3,300.00, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Porter, Tracy, Karchner, and Riffle. Nays- Hathaway. MOTION CARRIED 4-1.
· Updates on the traffic lights at Main and Walnut will be implemented soon. This will be installing motion cameras to control the timing change of the lights.

· The tower on the roof of the Town Hall will be checked out to determine what, if any of the wires attached to it can be removed, and then have the tower removed.
· The cost of painting of the water tower is being reviewed for funds with the Clerk.
POLICE DEPARTMENT-Chief Whitehead presented the monthly report. Chief Whitehead reported that his lap top contracted a virus and asked permission to purchase a new one. Hathaway made a motion to allow the purchase of a new lap top at a cost not to exceed $1,000.00, Porter second. VOTE-Yeas-Hathaway, Porter, Karchner, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinances for Council’s consideration:
· ORDINANCE #19-2009 – AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER INTO CONTRACT WITH DOMESTIC UNIFORM RENTAL, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance #19-2009, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas- Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED5-0. 
Runion reported that the unemployment appeal for the Cisneros case was granted in the Village’s favor.

Runion reported that the Sandusky County Auditor, Bill Farrell sent a revised revenue estimate from the State of Ohio Department of Taxation. This is the amount to be received in the Local Government Funds and is $106,604.31. The original amount was $125,187.95.
MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor Harman reported that residents were receiving calls from Time Warner asking them to bundle their services at a substantial cost. Mayor Harman feels that many of the elderly could be taken advantage of, and asked for suggestions on how to get the word out to the public.
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NEW BUSINESS- John Courtney reported that the interconnection request application for the Martin Marietta project has been submitted. Courtney also reported that Martin Marietta will be entering into an 11 month contract with another provider. The project is still going forward and will provide a timelier manner to complete the project.
Riffle made a motion to amend the surcharges and capacity water rate schedules in the rules and regulations, Tracy second. VOTE-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:07p.m.
