MINUTES – September 28, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, September 28, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Jeff Tate, and Denny Fetzer, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Deb Wallace of The Press, and Karen Schepman. Council Member Monte Porter and Chief Roy Whitehead were excused.  Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) entered at 7:05p.m.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of September 14 and the Public Meeting of September 8 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Scott Schroeder reported that the Sewer Separation plans have been finalized and are ready for the committee to review. A meeting was set for September 30 at 7pm.
Schroeder also reported that the plan for the expansion of the Utilities building is ready for review. 
CORRESPONDENCE- None
OLD BUSINESS- Mayor Harman questioned the status on the Temple Furniture building on Main St. Since no one has purchased the property, and the condition has deteriorated, Mayor Harman requested that the Health Dept. be contacted. Tracy will contact the Health Dept. for information on what options are available for the Village. 
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report. 
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner questioned Rickard about the main breaks, in particularly if the flushing would have caused these mains to break.  Rickard responded that the break on Erie and Hartman will be fixed this week, and the break on Riverview was fixed. The flushing could have been part of the issue. Mayor Harman asked if filters were offered to residents when having issues with the water after flushing, and Rickard responded, only when the problem cannot be fixed. 
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Porter – No report. Absent
FINANCE –Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1479 in the amount of $44,938.50, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, and Riffle. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
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PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – Set committee meeting for September 30th at 6:30pm.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer – Rec. Board meeting set for September 30th at 6:00pm.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· The OSS Solid Waste Grant application will be due Jan. 30, 2010. If Council has any ideas for the application “wish list”, please submit them soon. 
· The Sandusky County Parks Grant has been submitted, and lighting for the sidewalks in Flag Park will be requested for this grant.
· Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) will meet with the Sewer Separation Committee to review the project and cost estimates on September 30th.

· Currently compiling estimates for the upgrade that is needed for the traffic light at Walnut and Main Streets.

· Rural Water Storage has started the painting of the water tower. They will not be painting on Saturday during the Lime Fest.
·  Met with Tom Linke, Woodmore Schools, and Luckey Farmers to discuss the possibility of the new Well Field Expansion on their properties. After further review the new well fields can go on Village property, with easements from the others listed above. The 0% loan is still available, but the 50% forgiveness of the cost of the project is not. Richard Kroeger of the EPA loan department suggested considering a third well.
· We will be installing steel poles at the ball diamonds. This should only take about 4 hours, and a waiver of liability will be signed by the school.
· The swing set is up by the Scout House in Trail Marker Park.
· Tree trimming will have to be done around some electrical lines. This has always proven to help eliminate downed lines in the event of bad storms.
