MINUTES – April 26, 2010
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, April 26, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Jeff Tate, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, Joe Riffle, and Stephanie Rizor, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Chief Roy Whitehead, Karen Schepman, Deb Wallace, Holly Stacy, and Lloyd Gamertsfelder.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on April 12 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Holly Stacy introduced herself as a candidate for State Representative of the 81st District. 
Lloyd Gamertsfelder questioned the status of ownership on the Theater/Temple Furniture building. Chief Whitehead responded that Sandusky County owns the property now.  Council reported they have explored grant opportunities to tear the building down. At this time, grant money is not available unless the property is owned by the Village. Chief Whitehead and Bob Rickard have contacted G.L.I, Inc. and Matt Tille Enterprises for estimates on the demolition of the building.

OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle - No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner - No report.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No report.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1493 in the amount of $134,815.25, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  

Tracy reported he attended a Woodville Business Association (WBA) meeting on April 22. The President of the WBA, Kate Rice, expressed a desire to retire from the association. Currently, no one has indicated an interest in the position, and the future of the WBA depends on another person to take over as the President. 
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate thanked Council for the sympathy card acknowledging the passing of his grandmother. 
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RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported the pool staff and wages were approved at a Special Council meeting on April 19. The Rec. Board will meet soon to finalize the details for opening the pool.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Bob Rickard reported: 
· NEW PROJECTS: 
· After consideration of residential concerns for the safety of students crossing Lime St., going to and from school, Rickard recommended an upgrade to the traffic light located at First St. and Lime St. The upgrade would include a new timer, moving and installing the controller from the Elm St. and Main St. location to First St. and Lime St., and adding pedestrian signals to the location. The Village has the pedestrian signals. The estimated cost for the entire project is $5,500.00. Riffle made a motion to allow the upgrade to the traffic light at First St. and Lime St. at a cost not to exceed $5,500.00, Fetzer second. VOTE – Yeas – Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
· Road repairs are needed for the manhole area on W. Erie St., sections of road on Lueke Ave. and Grand Ave., and the section of alley between Walnut St. and N. Perry St. that is not included with the raw waterline project. The estimated cost for the entire project is $13,750.00.  Riffle made a motion to allow the road repairs at a cost not to exceed $13,750.00, Fetzer second. VOTE – Yeas – Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
· PROJECT UPDATE: 
· Raw Water Line Construction – R.A. Bores will be completing the resurfacing and finalizing the project in May.
· Well Field Development – The advertising for the rebid of the new Well Fields (Contract A-New Well Field development of wells 9, 10 and 11) will be 4/27 and 5/4. The bids will be received until 2:00p.m. on May 12 and will be opened at that time. 
· Sewer Separation – This project is ready for bid advertisement. Tentative dates to advertise for bids are 6/2/10 and 6/9/10. Council recommended another public meeting in May to update the residents on the project.  
· Traffic light upgrade – Valley Electric has installed the camera upgrades. The programming of the cameras is not complete. Many residents have questioned the purpose of the cameras. Runion will have information posted, to inform residents, on the website and the May utility bills.
· Utility building expansion – Assessing quotes for the extension of sidewalk from the Utilities building to the existing sidewalk on Lime St., and to asphalt an area for additional parking on the north side of the building. 
· The water tower requires an inside greasing every 5 years. Rickard recommended Kessler Tank Company for the procedure at a cost of $4,800.00. Tracy made a motion to allow the tower greasing procedure at a cost not to exceed $4,800.00, Rizor second. VOTE- Yeas-Tracy, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
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VILLAGE ADIMINISTRATOR CONTINUED:

· GRANTS:  Park benches will be purchased with the $2,500.00 of the 2009 funding money awarded from the Ottawa, Sandusky, Seneca (OSS) Solid Waste District Grant Program. The benches placement will be determined at a later time.
· MEETINGS: 

· Ohio Rural Water Association will have a one day session on meters, backflow, and automatic meter reading. Don Johnson will attend this session on April 28 
· OTHER: 
· John Courtney and a representative from AMP are reviewing the electric rate proposal for Martin Marietta.
· The Village employee’s are mowing in the Village until a person is hired for the position. Applications for the mowing position will be taken until April 30.
· The Arbor Day program is scheduled for April 29 at 1:15p.m. The program will be held in the lawn area at Woodmore Elementary School.
· The annual fire hydrant flushing will be scheduled soon.
POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead requested, on behalf of 4th of July, Inc., permission to have a beer tent during the celebration dates of July 1-4, 2010. Karchner made a motion to allow the 4th of July, Inc. to have a beer tent from July 1-4, 2010, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Fetzer, Rizor, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Chief Whitehead reported he will be working with ODOT about the possibility of removing the 35mph sign on Anderson Rd.
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinances and Resolution for Council’s consideration:



ORDINANCE #10-2010: AMP PURCHASES OF LONG TERM POWER RESOURCES – 3rd reading. Karchner made a motion to adopt Ordinance #10-2010, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Tracy, Fetzer, Rizor, Riffle, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
 

ORDINANCE #11-2010: SEVENTH MODIFICATION TO THE NWASG POOL – 3rd reading. Rizor made a motion to adopt Ordinance #11-2010, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas- Rizor, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Tracy, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

ORDINANCE #12-2010:  CONTRACT WITH PDG FOR THE EXPANSION OF THE UTILITY BUILDING- 2nd  Reading  
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 NEW BUSINESS- Rizor requested use of the tennis court area in Trail Marker Park for additional activities associated with the 4th of July celebration. Council will allow the request with the stipulation that the area is not damaged. 
Rizor reported concerns from an accident involving loose horses on Route 20. The Sandusky County Sheriff was contacted, and replied they had no one available to help. Chief Whitehead was called, and he contacted the Village Officer Mechel to respond. The people involved with the situation wanted to thank Officer Mechel for his assistance. 
Karchner requested the Village employee’s be utilized as much as possible in the approaching projects.

 MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor Harman read a proclamation declaring April 29, 2010 as Arbor Day in Woodville.
Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 7:47p.m.
