MINUTES – December 13, 2010
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, December 13, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Stephanie Rizor, Joe Riffle, and Denny Fetzer. Chief Roy Whitehead, Administrator Keith Kruse, and Solicitor Bob Kuhlman.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on November 22 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   None
CORRESPONDENCE-   Mayor Harman read a thank you card from the Doris Lowe family for the planter sent for Mrs. Lowe’s funeral.
OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported Chief Whitehead and former Administrator Bob Rickard were present at the finance committee meeting to discuss annuity contributions to Guardian Insurance. Guardian Insurance ceased to accept any contributions on December 31, 2008, and at that time a new annuity was not established to replace it. Riffle made a motion to terminate participation in annuities for the Chief of Police, Village Administrator, and Clerk-Treasurer, Fetzer second. VOTE- Yeas-Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner – No report.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No Report.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1508 in the amount of $49,904.57, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
Tracy stated, in continual discussion on the Guardian Insurance annuity, since no contributions could be made to the annuity and that the neglect of payment was not brought forward to this Council in 2009, no retroactive payments would be made.

Tracy made a motion that the last contribution to Guardian Insurance Annuity was made in 2008, and no retroactive payments will be made to Chief Whitehead, Bob Rickard, or the Clerk-Treasurer.  Fetzer second. VOTE- Yeas- Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. Abstain – Riffle.  MOTION CARRIED 5-0-1.    
State Representative, Rex Damschroder has requested the Village provide three of their main objectives for the future. Tracy will gather all responses and forward them to Mr. Damschroder. 
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PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.  
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer – No report.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:
· Project Update:
· Well Field- Contractor installing the electric lines for the wells.
· Utility Building Expansion: Bids were opened on November 23,2010. Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group(PDG) sent a letter of  recommendation to award the project to Yackee Electric Service, Inc. with a base bid plus Alt-M1of $133,649.00. Tracy made a motion to award the Utility Building Addition contract to Yackee Electric Service, Inc. for a base bid plus Alternate-M1for a total project bid of $133,649.00, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Karchner, Fetzer,  Rizor, and Tate. Nays-None. Abstain- Riffle. MOTION CARRIED 5-0-1.
· Other:
· The Woodville Volunteer Fire Department (WVFD) would like to purchase another tornado warning siren. The fire department has the opportunity to receive a 50/50 grant for the project. The WVFD’s share would be $9,000.00. The WVFD is asking the Village to consider splitting the $9,000.00 with them. Council requested the WVFD check to see if it would be considered matching funds if the Village donated the pole, plus the setting and wiring of the pole for the siren.
· Riffle asked Kruse to check with Columbia Gas on what their plan is to restore grass in yards from the past summer project they never finished.
· Karchner requested the sidewalk in the front of her business be checked. A crack has formed, and appears to be getting larger.
· Seven firms responded to the advertisement for Statements of Qualifications to provide engineering services for the Village. A standard rating form was used to determine the most qualified firm. Kruse recommended Poggemeyer Design Group be awarded a continuous yearly contract with the Village.
POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead requested permission to purchase a window tint meter. Kuhlman suggested Chief Whitehead make sure the company would supply a statement of authenticity to show the calibration of the meter is accurate.

Chief Whitehead presented the monthly police report (attached).
Chief Whitehead reported he will be on vacation from December 24, 2010 through January 2, 2011. 
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinances for Council’s consideration:

ORDINANCE #33-2010:  AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT WITH POGGEMEYER DESIGN GROUP FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR THE VILLAGE OF WOODVILLE. Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance #33-2010, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
ORDINANCE #34-2010:  AUTHORIZING THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS FOR A GIFT OF APPRECIATION TO ALL VILLAGE EMPLOYEES. Tate made a motion to suspend the rules, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  Tate made a motion to adopt Ordinance #34-2010, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
NEW BUSINESS-  Kuhlman reported he has reviewed the EPA/OWDA contract. He suggests Council, by motion and vote, clarify that Keith Kruse in now the official Village Administrator and is authorized to join in the execution of the OWDA contract and the associated loan agreements.
Tate made a motion authorizing Keith Kruse to execute OWDA contracts and loan agreements, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas- Tate, Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 

The Sandusky County Auditor, Bill Farrell notified the Village that the current expenses levy expires this year. Kuhlman will work with the Clerk to draft the necessary resolutions to place the levy on the May ballot.
MAYOR’S REPORT-  Mayor Harman reported a Certificate of Honor was sent to Joshua Kiser of Woodville for attaining the admirable title of Eagle Scout.
