WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, January 11, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Ty Tracy, Jeff Tate, Denny Fetzer, and Stephanie Rizor. Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Police Chief Roy Whitehead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Larry Shue, Truman Phillips, Jim Kohn,  and Deb Wallace of The Press. 
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Tate nominated Ty Tracy as Council President, Fetzer second. VOTE- Yeas- Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. Tracy was named Council President.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of December 28, and Administrative & Personnel of January 4 were approved as presented.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead reported the Ad for the Part-time position is in the Suburban Press. Applications will be accepted until January 20th. 

Chief Whitehead will present the Year end report at the next regular meeting.

Tracy questioned if there has been any correspondence from Ray St. Marie in regards to his comments about the Village Police Department. Mr. St. Marie will be addressing Council on the comments by letter.

CORRESPONDENCE-   Mayor Harman reviewed a letter from Time Warner Cable stating their merger was closed on December 31, 2009 and will now be Time Warner Entertainment Company, L.P. (TWE)
Mayor Harman read a letter of thanks from the Sandusky County Economic Development Corporation for our recent investment in the “Partnering for the Future” initiative.

REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported the committee met on January 4th to discuss the solicitor’s contract, hiring a part-time utilities person, and a meter reader. Rickard will advertise for the part-time position and the meter reader position. Other updates are needed for the Personnel and Policy Manual, and will be reviewed in a future meeting.

PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner commented on the good job of snow removal by Village employee’s during the recent snowfall.
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ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No report. 
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1486 in the amount of $22,831.51, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
TMACOG’s General Assembly will be on January 26th in Perrysburg. Council members Tracy, Fetzer, and Rizor will attend as well as Village Administrator Rickard. Tracy made a motion to pay the registration fee per person, not to exceed $200.00, for the General Assembly, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer – No Report.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· OSS Solid Waste Grant- Next round of funding will be January 31, 2010. The Village will be applying for sidewalk lighting at Busdiecker Park.
· Researching with the Clerk the possibility of funds available to apply for the Land & Water Conservation Grant. This grant would be to replace the sidewalks by the tennis court. 
· The EPA has not returned the plan approval for the Sewer Separation project. 

· Gary Jeanette will be retiring on January 31st and Rickard recommended Keith Kruse to fill the wastewater operator position. Riffle made a motion to hire Kruse for the wastewater operator Class I position at $16.50 per hour, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
· ODOT has made their recommendation for the upgrade to the Traffic light at Walnut and Main.

· The archaeological study is complete.  There were no findings to delay the Well Field Expansion project.

· North St. lot line project: One pole has been set; a second pole setting has been delayed due to higher priority projects.

· AMPGS Participants meeting on Tuesday, January 5th.  AMP looking at other alternative power supply options for operation of this project since the coal-fire option was scrapped.
· The Meldahl/Greenup Project:  John Courtney has recommended that the Village not participate in this project. The Village share of attorney fee’s for review of this project is $65.00.
· The American Electric Power Company will be meeting with Rickard and John Courtney on January 26 to discuss alternative power supplies.
· Unifirst Uniform Company has not complied with the proposed contract. Rickard will be seeking other companies for quotes.
