WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, January 25, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Ty Tracy, Jeff Tate, Denny Fetzer, and Stephanie Rizor. Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Karen Schepman, Deb Wallace of The Press, Rodney Chesnutte, and Judge John Kolesar. Chief Roy Whitehead, Kevin Huguelet, and Zachary Lamour entered at 7:02pm.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of January 11 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Judge John Kolesar introduced himself as the appointed Judge for the Sandusky County Court in Clyde. Judge Kolesar will be aggressive in collecting past due fines, and would also like to establish an intensive DUI program.
Rodney Chesnutte thanked the Village workers for the clean and efficient job of setting the new utility poles behind his home. Mr. Chesnutte also thanked Council for the changes made to the utility bills to reference the power cost adjustment.
Chief Roy Whitehead introduced two newly sworn in Auxiliary Officers, Kevin Huguelet and Zachary Lamour.

OLD BUSINESS- None 
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported a committee meeting has been set for February 1 at 6:30pm to review employee log sheets, evaluations, and the solicitor’s contract. 
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner asked if Rickard could organize his agenda’s for old business, new business, and projects ongoing and completed. In comparing previous agenda’s, most of the information did not change meeting to meeting. 
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No report. 

FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1487 in the amount of $132,229.62, Karchner second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
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PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported the Recreation Board will be meeting soon to organize for 2010. 
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· OSS Solid Waste Grant- Next round of funding will be January 31, 2010. The Village will be applying for sidewalk lighting at Busdiecker Park.
· Researched with the Clerk the possibility of funds available to apply for the Land & Water Conservation Grant. This grant would be to replace the sidewalks by the tennis court. The estimated cost of this project would be $30,000.00. At this time it is not feasible to apply for this grant. 
· The Ohio Dept. of Natural Resources’ Nature Works program is offering funding assistance for public recreation purposes.  The local share of this funding would be 25%. Rickard recommended we apply for this funding to re-roof the large gazebo located in Trail Marker Park. The Village share of this project would be $2,037.50. 
RESOLUTION #5-2010 - A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR TO APPLY FOR THE STATE OF OHIO NATURE WORKS PROGRAM. Tate made a motion to suspend the rules, Riffle second. VOTE- Yeas- Tate, Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.   Tate made a motion to adopt Resolution #5-2010, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 

· The EPA has not returned the plan approval for the Sewer Separation project. 

· Rickard reported that he will be attending the TMACOG General Assembly on January 26th.

· ODOT has made their recommendation for the upgrade to the Traffic light at Walnut and Main.

· A meeting has been set with Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer on January 27th to finalize the utility building expansion project.
· Well Field Expansion: A pre-construction meeting has been set for January 28 with the contractor R.A. Bores, the EPA, and with Poggemeyer.
· North St. lot line project: This project is complete other than phone and cable line transfers.
· The American Electric Power Company will be meeting with Rickard and John Courtney on January 26 to discuss alternative power supplies.
· 34 applications were received for the part-time utility worker position and/or the meter reader position. They will be reviewed during the committee meeting on February 1st. 
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POLICE DEPARTMENT – 
· Chief Whitehead recommended Officer Kattie Richards to fulfill the part-time dispatcher position. Tracy made a motion to hire Kattie Richards at a wage of $7.30 per hour, a $.20 cent per hour increase upon successful completion of training and probation, 20 hours per week, and starting on February 1, 2010, Riffle second.  VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
· Chief Whitehead recommended promoting Auxiliary Officer Eric Hart to a part-time Officer. Tracy made a motion to hire Officer Eric Hart to part-time officer at a wage of $9.50 per hour with a $.50cent per hour increase upon successful completion of the six month probation period, Tate second. VOTE- Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
· On March 1st and 2nd a Drug class will be held in Lake Township. The fees are $100.00 per person. Five officers have shown an interest in attending. Tate made a motion to allow five officers to attend the class, at a cost not to exceed $500.00, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
· Chief Whitehead requested to meet with Rickard about the possibility of using the Village property on Lime Street to operate a storage unit for vehicles that are impounded.  

· Chief Whitehead expressed concerns about the lighting on the corner of Rt. 20 and Pemberville Rd. Rickard will check on available area for a street light.
