MINUTES – June 28, 2010
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, June 28, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Judy Karchner, Ty Tracy, Denny Fetzer, Joe Riffle, and Stephanie Rizor, Keith Kruse , Karen Schepman, and Deb Wallace of the Suburban Press. Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles entered at 8:00p.m.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on June 14, Special Council meeting and Administrative & Personnel meeting on June 9, and Public Works & Maintenance committee meeting on June 23 were approved as presented.

OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No Report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner reported the committee met with Doug Nusser of Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) on June 24. The bid opening for the Sewer Separation Project will be extended until July 2 at 11:00a.m., and an alternate bid will allow an additional $100,000.00 for the restoration of landscaping in areas throughout the project. A Chain of Command was established for the project to include Bob Rickard as Project Manager, and Project Coordinators Keith Kruse and Ben Brien. Internet will be added to the water treatment plant as communications will be an essential part of the project.  All Village employee’s will be trained on the line locator to aid in marking the Village utilities.    
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor questioned the procedure for opening the restroom located by the Gazebo in Trail Marker Park. Rickard replied the restroom was opened only when events were scheduled for the Gazebo. Unfortunately, they cannot be left open all summer because people abuse them. A sign will be posted on the door to indicate they are closed, and who to contact to make arrangements if they are needed.
Rizor shared some dissatisfaction from residents on the lack of updates to the calendar, and event links on the website. Runion stated several attempts have been made to collect event information from businesses and event chairpersons, with little or no response. Truman Phillips maintains the website at no cost to the Village, and posts information to the site as his time allows. 
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FINANCE – Tracy reported the committee and the Clerk met to discuss investment possibilities for the Star-Ohio account. Runion has met with Laura Saunders of Huntington National Bank to review the current fees and interest paid on the Village accounts. Ms. Saunders will do an evaluation of our accounts, and prepare a report for the committee.
Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1497 in the amount of $288,624.07, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported ten (10) poly resin benches will be ordered from Mortise and Tenon. The benches will have green slats for the majority of the bench, with two yellow slats located on the back. The benches will be placed in the two block area of downtown, and around the pool. Rizor requested a bench be placed by the playground in the rear of Trail Marker Park. 
The pool held the annual pass appreciation night on June 25. A diving board was ordered for the low dive. There have been communication problems between the pool manager, Village employees, and the Rec. Board. Council requested a sign posted at the diving board to inform patrons that a new board has been ordered, and stressed the importance of communicating regularly with the pool manager and the Rec. Board. The Rec. Board chairman, Curtis Tinney has started a new job in Akron, Ohio and will only be available by email or phone. Tracy made a motion requesting Tinney be replaced as chairman of the Recreation Board, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Bob Rickard reported: 
· NEW PROJECTS: 
· Fire Hydrants: The Sandusky County Inmate Program will be painting the hydrants. The fire department will coordinate this project.
· Power boxes have been installed for the 4th of July Celebration. Ride company set up today.
· PROJECT UPDATE:
· Pool: A diving board has been ordered.
· Water tower greasing: Kessler Tank finished the project and the tower will now be filled and tested.
· Utility building expansion – Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) has completed the architectural and structural designs for the project. Waiting on the mechanical and electrical designs.
· Well Field: Our loan for this project has been awarded, and funds will be available after the loan agreement has been fully executed by the EPA and the OWDA.

· Hydrant flushing will not be until the fall.
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – continued: 
· OTHER: 

· Another Village has shown interest in the old digger truck, we will advertise it for sale.
· The Village of Genoa had substantial damage throughout the Village from the storm on June 23rd.  We offered assistance to them for cleanup. They borrowed our chain saws to aid in the process.
· The well located in Busdiecker Park was left on and caused the pond to overflow. Mayor Harman requested a routine check on the park in the future.
 Rickard was questioned on his availability by phone after working hours. Rickard replied his phone is always on. Mayor Harman requested he check his phone often for messages. 
POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Roy Whitehead – absent. No report.
Runion requested, on behalf of Chief Whitehead, permission to block part of Parklane Dr. on the west side of his home for a private party. After discussion, Council requested one lane be left open for through traffic. Karchner made a motion to allow half of Parklane from 382 Parklane Dr. to Riverside Dr. be roped off for a private party, Tracy second. VOTE- Yeas-Karchner, Tracy, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinance’s for Council’s consideration:

ORDINANCE #17-2010: AN ORINANCE APPROVING THE EDITING AND INCLUSION OF CERTAIN ORDIANCE AS PARTS OF THE VARIOUS COMPONENT CODES OF THE CODIFIED ORRDINANCES OF WOODVILLE, OHIO AND DECLARING AND EMERGENCY. Tate made a motion to suspend the rules, Fetzer second. VOTE- Yeas- Tate, Fetzer, Riffle , Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  Tate made a motion to adopt Ordinance #17-2010, Fetzer second. VOTE- Yeas- Tate, Fetzer, Riffle,  Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
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NEW BUSINESS- Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles updated Council on miscellaneous disabled vehicles throughout the Village. Rowles is working with the Police Department to resolve the issues.

Rowles reported he has met with several residents, who have property in the flood plain, to pursue funding possibilities. They are exploring ways to prevent future flooding on their properties.

MAYOR- Mayor Harman requested North Branch Nursery be contacted to look at the shrubs located in Busdiecker Park, as they are in poor condition. 

Mayor Harman instructed Rickard to respond to all of his emails as a verification of acknowledgment. Recently documents and emails have been lost or deleted, and in order to protect these things Mayor Harman requested all Village email addresses be password protected, and all passwords kept in the Clerks office. An external hard drive will be explored as another option for saving documents.
