MINUTES – March 22, 2010
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, March 22, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Jeff Tate, Denny Fetzer, and Stephanie Rizor, Chief Roy Whitehead,  Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Karen Schepman, Deb Wallace of The Press, Steve Gruner, and Rodney Chesnutte. Council member Judy Karchner was excused. Council member Joe Riffle entered at 7:10pm.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on March 8 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Steve Gruner, of the Sandusky County Park District, presented the Village with a check for $3,575.00. The Village will be using the funds for playground surfacing and swing set mats. The Local Park Capital Improvement Grant Program has awarded Woodville over $51,000.00 since 1990.
CORRESPONDENCE-   Chris Mock, of the Sandusky County Emergency Management Agency/911, announced Ohio’s Spring Severe Weather Awareness Week was scheduled for March 21 through March 27, 2010. There will be a statewide tornado drill at 9:50 a.m. on March 24th. 
Karen Dray, of the Sandusky County Economic Development Corporation, sent a request on behalf of the Hayes Presidential Center for items needed due to a fire in the Carriage House.

The OSS Solid Waste district sent an invitation to the Ribbon Cutting and Open House for their new location in Fremont, on March 31st.

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle - No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner - No report, absent.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor reported she had attended the NOMMA meeting in Pemberville with Bob Rickard and Denny Fetzer. 

FINANCE –Tracy reported the committee met with Scott Schroeder and Doug Nusser of Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) about the additional costs associated with the Well Field project. The majority of the additional costs are due to the addition of a 3rd well to the project. Others expenses include easement descriptions, and the rebid of the wells. Tracy made a motion to amend the contract with PDG for the Well Field and Raw Waterline Improvements at an amount not to exceed $63,110.00, Fetzer second.VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0
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FINANCE CONTINUED- Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1491 in the amount of $139,791.94, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  

PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate reported PDG has submitted a contract for the expansion of the utility building. The contract includes architectural, structural, mechanical, electrical and site/civil design services for the project. Tate made a motion to enter into contract with PDG for the expansion of the utility building at a cost not to exceed $11,450.00, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas- Tate, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported applications for the pool had been received through March 19th. The Rec. Board will start interviews next week.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Bob Rickard reported: 
· NEW PROJECTS: 
· A collapsed manhole on Erie St. is being repaired.
· A water filter will be installed for Bill Blausey – 739 Riverside Dr.

· PROJECT UPDATE: 
· The deadline for the 2010-2011 ODOT salt contract is March 26th.

· Raw Water Line Construction – The installation, testing, and well connections have been completed and are in service.  The next phase will begin in 30 to 45 days and consists of pavement repair, alley resurfacing, and final restoration.

· Well Field Development – Pending the results of the EPA’s review, the bidding should be in April.
· Sewer Separation – This project should bid in May, pending the EPA and Environmental review.
· Traffic light upgrade – Materials to complete the upgrade have been ordered. 
· GRANTS:

·  OSS Solid Waste District funding will be due June 30th. Suggestions are needed to use the $2,500.00 before the next funding round. 
· CDGB- Deadline for this application is March 26th.  If we are funded by this grant, the ADA sidewalk ramps would be installed in 2011. Discussion was held regarding applying for the grant as at that time, the Village will be under construction for the sewer separation project. Council feels it would be better to wait until the project is complete. 
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POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Roy Whitehead requested permission to send 4 officers to Twinsburg, OH to attend a free class (April 8 & 9) on traffic stops and roadside interrogations.  Tate made a motion to allow 4 officers to attend class in Twinsburg, Ohio on April 8 & 9, including rooms not to exceed $240.00, and $30.00per day for meals. No wages will be paid. Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Riffle, Fetzer, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

Tracy will suggest painting the restroom/locker rooms at the Pool, or a Village wide pick up of brush from the curbs and taken to the vegetation site.
