MINUTES – March 8, 2010
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, March 8, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Jeff Tate, Denny Fetzer, and Stephanie Rizor, Chief Roy Whitehead,  Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Troy Emch, Margaret Sattler, Karen Schepman, Deb Wallace of The Press, and Rodney Chesnutte. Council members Judy Karchner and Joe Riffle were excused.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of February 22, the Public Works & Maintenance committee meeting of February 22, and the Admin. & Personnel committee meeting on February 25 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-    Troy Emch, representing the Woodmore Youth Organization, requested permission for a liquor permit. This years WYO reverse raffle will be on April 17th.  A smoking section will be roped off outside to comply with the liquor laws. Tate made a motion to allow the request for a liquor permit for the WYO reverse raffle on April 17th, Rizor second. VOTE- Yeas- Tate, Rizor, Fetzer, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 4-0. 
CORRESPONDENCE-   The National Multiple Sclerosis Society’s Bike-to-the-Bay will be held June 26 and 27, 2010. The event director, Alberta Hunt, is asking permission to use Veterans Memorial Park as a rest stop for the riders on Sunday, June 27th. Tate made a motion to allow MS Bike-to-the-Bay riders to use Veterans Memorial Park as a rest stop on June 27th, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Fetzer, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 4-0. 
Columbia Gas notified the Village that on April 1, 2010 the company’s Gas cost Recovery adjustment will be replaced by the Standard Service Offer (SSO) for customers who buy their gas directly from Columbia Gas.  Natural gas marketing companies will bid on the right to supply gas to Columbia Gas. There will be a new term on customer bills, but nothing else will change. 
OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle - No report, absent.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner - No report, absent.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No report. 

FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1490 in the amount of $32,285.71, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, and Rizor.  Nays – None.  MOTION CARRIED 4-0. 
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FINANCE CONTINUED- Tracy reported the Colonial Life Company will make an insurance presentation to the full time Village employee’s next week. 

PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate questioned if Honeywell Communications has responded about making a presentation to a committee on their services. Runion will check with them.  
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported the Rec. Board met on March 4th. The agenda included discussion on season pass cost, hours of operation, applications/interviews, and OSHA training. The next meeting will be March 25th at 6pm.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Bob Rickard reported: 
· NEW PROJECTS: 
· ODOT salt contracts for the 2010 – 2011 season have been reviewed. The Ordinance is ready to enter into contract with ODOT.
· Filter covers for the pool have been ordered.

· John Courtney has reviewed the information provided by AMP and recommends that we approve both the Seventh Modification to the NWASG Pool Participant Schedule and the 20 MW Pool Power Purchase for 2012. Runion will prepare the Ordinances. 
· PROJECT UPDATE: 
· 1111 W. College Apartment Complex – The committee agreed to allow the installation of individual meters with conditions set forth by the Village.
· Raw Water Line Construction – The installation is complete. Next phase, testing, well connections, pavement repair, and final restoration.

· Well Field Development – Easements completed and are ready for review with property owners. Bidding delayed at least 30 days as DEFA completes the Environmental Assessment work.
· Sewer Separation – The permit to install (PTI) was received on Friday.
· Traffic light upgrade – Recommend Valley Electric for the installation of the upgrades for this project, with the materials coming from Baldwin & Sours.  Tracy made a motion to allow Valley Electric to install the upgrades for the Traffic light and Baldwin & Sours to provide materials for the Traffic light upgrades at a cost not to exceed $21,000.00, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Fetzer, Rizor, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 4-0.  
· Utility building expansion – Meeting scheduled with Scott Schroeder on March 9th.
· GRANTS:

·  OSS Solid Waste District funding will be due June 30th. Suggestions are needed to use the $2,500.00 before the next funding round. 
· CDGB- Deadline for this application is March 26th.  Curb ramps will be installed on streets that are not affected by the sewer separation project.
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Bob Rickard continued: 

· MEETINGS/CLASSES:
· Northwest Ohio Mayors & Managers Association (NOMMA) will meet on March 16th. Council members Denny Fetzer and Stephanie Rizor will attend with Rickard.
· There will be a Lineman’s class offered in September. Brien and Mathias have express interest in attending this class. It was requested that the reimbursement policy be presented to employees prior to attending the classes. 
POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Roy Whitehead presented the department’s monthly report. Chief Whitehead reported four officers attended a two day seminar on March 1st and 2nd.  They were all grateful for the opportunity to develop their knowledge of Criminal Patrol and Drug Interdiction.
