MINUTES – May 10, 2010
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, May 10, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Jeff Tate, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, Joe Riffle, and Stephanie Rizor, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Chief Roy Whitehead, Karen Schepman, Deb Wallace, and Tony Hornyak.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting, Finance Committee meeting on April 26, the Special Council meeting on April 19, and the Administrative & Personnel committee on May 6 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Tony Hornyak, owner of Earthworx Landscaping & Lawn Care, presented a proposal for lawn care services for the Village. The proposal included a guaranteed contract price for 2010 and 2011 of $20.00 per hour. Council thanked Mr. Hornyak for the proposal. The Village has advertised and accepted applications for the seasonal mowing position. Council decided to maintain the position as hired position and not a contracted job.

OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle - No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner - No report.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No report.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1494 in the amount of $58,433.92, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported the Recreation Board recommendations for 2010 Pool staff were approved at the Special Council Meeting on April 19. The Rec. Board met on May 5 to set additional activities for the season. The pool staff will participate in the Big Parade held during the 4th of July Celebration.
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Bob Rickard reported: 
· NEW PROJECTS: 
· Water tower greasing: Waiting on contractor to set the date to begin.
· Line work: The work is scheduled for May 10 & 11, and May 17 &18. All work is weather permitting. 
· Pool: The annual maintenance plan will begin next week to have the pool ready for the 2010 season. 
· PROJECT UPDATE:
· Raw Water Line Construction – R.A. Bores will be completing the resurfacing and finalizing the project in May.
· Well Field Development – The rebid of the new Well Fields (Contract A-New Well Field development of wells 9, 10 and 11) was advertised on 4/27 and 5/4. The bid date was changed to May 19 and bids will be accepted until 2:00p.m. 
· Sewer Separation – The bid advertisement will be 5/18/10 and 5/25/10. Bids will be accepted until 2:00 pm on 6/29/10.  
· Traffic light upgrade – Valley Electric has installed the camera upgrades at the Walnut and Main St. location. The controller has also been installed at the Lime and First.
· Utility building expansion – Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) has completed the architectural and structural designs for the project. 
· GRANTS:  
· The Ottawa, Sandusky, Seneca (OSS) Solid Waste District funding money will be used to purchase benches for the Village parks. Jeff Scheff, the owner of The Mortise & Tenon will work with Kris Gerwin on this project.
· MEETINGS: 
· The Administrative & Personnel Committee met and reviewed the mowing applications on May 6th.
Rickard recommended for hire Kent Bringman and Travis Ross as the seasonal mowers. Bringman and Ross will be paid $8.00 per hour. Tracy made a motion to hire Kent Bringman and Travis Ross as seasonal mowers at $8.00 per hour and not to exceed 60 hours per pay period, Karchner second. VOTE- Yeas- Tracy, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
· OTHER: 
· The annual fire hydrant flushing will be scheduled soon.
· The mosquito sprayer will be calibrated on June 10.
· Larry Sedlemeier, a 4th of July Celebration committee member, is working with Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles on the possibility of advertising the Celebration with signs located on the East and West ends of Main Street.
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR continued:

· OTHER:  
· The water operator, Don Johnson and the wastewater operator, Keith Kruse will be testing to obtain licenses in wastewater and water operating respectively. They have requested their time off be paid by the Village.  The testing was not required by the Village, and therefore discussion concluded the employee’s would not be paid for their time off, but would be allowed to use personal time for the day.
POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Roy Whitehead presented the department monthly report.
Chief Whitehead reported Mayor Harman swore in Travis Busdiecker and Jonathon Curtis as Auxiliary Officers.
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinance for Council’s consideration:

 NEW BUSINESS- Tracy requested a meeting date be set with the Administrative & Personnel Committee to discuss changing the Clerk-Treasurer position to a Fiscal Officer, employee wages, and employee evaluation forms. 
 MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor Harman- No report.
