WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, October 25, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, Stephanie Rizor, and Joe Riffle.   Chief Roy Whitehead, and Karen Schepman.  Administrator Keith Kruse was excused.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on October 11 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   None
CORRESPONDENCE-  Mayor Harman reviewed a letter from Time Warner Cable. The letter indicated a rate increase with the November 2010 billing.
Mr. Nigel Davies sent a letter stating he is not interested in donating the lot in Woodpointe. He would be interested in reducing the sale price or making a cash gift back to the Village, if the Village wants to purchase the lot.
OLD BUSINESS- Chief Whitehead reported John Spore, attorney for the Temple Furniture building, has requested all lien and tax information on the property. Chief Whitehead hopes to have all information by the next meeting.

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner – No report.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No Report.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1505 in the amount of $91,626.98, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
Tracy reported the annuity that had been established for the Chief of Police, Public Works Administrator, and the Clerk-Treasurer with Guardian Insurance stopped taking contributions in December of 2008. The previous Clerk-Treasurer had paid the 2008 contributions in January of 2008. The current Clerk-Treasurer has not paid any contributions for 2009 or 2010. Because these are individual annuities, that were established under a different Council, it is this Council’s opinion not to continue with the annuities. The solicitor will be consulted for advisement. 
Tracy reported Village Flag lapel pins may be ordered from AB Emblem. This was the company that created the pins originally. Tracy made a motion to purchase 1000 pins for $860.00, Karchner second. VOTE- Yeas- Tracy, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
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PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.  
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer recommended for appointment Beth Wolford as Chairman of the Rec. Board, and new members, Maxine Posey and Brandi Cunningham. Mayor Harman will make the appointments in January 2011.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse – excused for AMP convention.
POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Roy Whitehead presented the monthly report. (Attached)
Chief Whitehead reported the department will be supplying information to attorneys working for immigrants, who are participating in a class action suit against the Border patrol. Chief Whitehead reported the full time officers would be attending a class about stolen cars. This is a free class presented by the BMV.
