WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, September 13, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, Joe Riffle, and Stephanie Rizor, Karen Schepman, Deb Wallace of the Suburban Press. Chief Roy Whitehead entered at 7:03pm, Woodmore Schools Superintendent John Fernbaugh entered at 7:05pm, Bill Rowles and Amy Krukemyer entered at 7:09pm.  
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on August 23 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Mayor Harman requested we explore the possibilities of applying for and receiving Brownfield grant money to aid in the removal of the Temple Furniture building on Main St.
John Fernbaugh introduced himself as the new Superintendent of Woodmore Schools. Mr. Fernbaugh will be providing a weekly letter update as a means to bridge the communication between the school and community. 

Amy Krukemyer, representing Solomon Lutheran Church, requested additional handicap parking on Main Street. Chief Whitehead with consult with the ODOT administrators, and report the results to Ms. Krukemyer. 

CORRESPONDENCE-  None.
OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner questioned when the new benches would be placed in the downtown area. Rickard responded they were attaching the brackets needed to secure them, and would be installing them soon. 

Karchner reported the shelter house was not cleaned by whoever used it on Labor Day weekend. Karchner requested the shelter house be checked after each use.
Karchner will contact the Fire and Police Departments to work on improving communication between them.  Many times the Police are not aware of where the Fire Department is going and therefore they cannot assist them.
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ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor requested one or two of the new benches be placed in the playground area by the gazebo in Trail Marker Park.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1502 in the amount of $40,259.14, Tate second. Discussion- Members questioned why the paint was not lasting on the roads. Rickard replied it was the cheaper paint. Mayor Harman requested an inventory of  supplies be kept on hand to help eliminate small invoices for True Value.  VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
The Woodville Business and Community Association (WBCA) is now accepting membership registration. Tracy reported that he and the Village Administrator do attended the monthly meetings. Tracy made a motion to join the WBCA and pay the $30.00 membership dues. Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Tracy reported the American Cancer Society will be having their annual fundraising event on October 15. Tracy will have more information at the next meeting for those who would like to attend.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported three residents are willing to serve on the Rec. Board. Fetzer will contact all three to finalize a commitment before they are appointed.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Bob Rickard reported: 
· PROJECT UPDATE:
· Angie McConnell from WSOS is coordinating the CDGB grant project from the 2009 funding year.
· The substation testing date was changed from September 27, and was done on September 7. 
· OTHER: 

· The Scouts have started painting the fire hydrants as a community service project. They will also paint flag poles at the ball diamonds and Tanglewood Apartments. 
· The closing procedures have begun for the pool.
· Well Field Project: A pre-construction meeting was held on September 9. The contractor will begin the week of September 20th.
· Utility Building Expansion: Waiting for the permit to be finalized.

· Ben Gittus has passed the lab certification in the water treatment plant. He is certified to be fully operational. 
· Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) will aid the Village by engineering the plan update needed for substation containment.
· The renovations to the clarifier will start the week of September 20th. This process will cause hard water. A public notice will be posted in the Library, Post Office, and both banks. The notice will be in the newsletter, and on the website.
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  VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR continued:  
· On going projects include, the rehab of the filter valves and the roof on the gazebo located in Trail Marker Park. Additional grant money may cover the roof on the street garage as well. Waiting on Nature Works for the change approval to do both roofs.

· The lowest quote to date for the demolition and removal of the Temple Furniture building is from Abdoo, and is for $36,000.00.

· A committee meeting will need to be set to review the recommendations from John Courtney to increase the water rates.

· The Borcherding Road project will create some periods of closure for the road. Challenger Memorial Drive residents will have access at all times.
 POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Roy Whitehead reported Mr. Pierce, owner of V.I.P Leasing on East Main, has been issued a citation to remove an abandoned vehicle located in the rear of the property. 
The Woodmore Athletic Boosters will hold their annual reverse raffle on October 2. They have requested permission to have the liquor permit application signed in order to have beer served at the event. Tate made a motion to allow the permit application, Tracy second. VOTE- Tate, Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
The Limefest will be held on September 25. They will be having a car show in Veterans Park. Some sections of Walnut and Perry Streets may be closed from 10:00am – 1:00pm. This will depend on the number of participants.  

CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinance and Resolution for Council’s consideration:

VOTE- Yeas- Rizor, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  Rizor made a motion to adopt Resolution #22-2010, Karchner second. VOTE – Yeas- Rizor, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
NEW BUSINESS-  Bill Rowles reported that applying for the grant money for flood plain victims has been a slow process, but is advancing.
Halloween is Sunday, October 31. Trick or Treat will be on the 31st from 6:00pm – 8:00pm. Those residents who would like to participate should turn on their porch light.

Aaron Nye of Oak Ridge Rentals has installed a wood deck on the Bridge Street side of his East First Street property. Mr. Nye was granted permission to install pavers that could be removed if needed. No permit was issued for the deck, and Mr. Rowles was asked to contact Mr. Nye and inform him that the deck must be removed.
