MINUTES – August 23, 2010
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, August 23, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Village Administrator Bob Rickard, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, Joe Riffle, and Stephanie Rizor, John Courtney of Courtney & Associates, Karen Schepman, Deb Wallace of the Suburban Press, Rodney Chesnutt, and Woodville Boy Scouts- Karen Richter, Matthew Richter, Caleb Siebenaler, Kim Morton, Gloria Bracken, Richard Bracken, Elijah Edwards, Jeff Straka, Alex Siebenaler, Zachary Morton . 
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order, and asked a Scout to lead the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on August 9 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Mayor Harman welcomed the Scouts to the meeting, and thanked them for their commitment to serve the Village through various service projects.

John Courtney presented the annual Utility Rate Review (attached). Mr. Courtney reviewed the historical and projected revenues and expenses. He recommended revenue (rate) increases in the water fund by approximately 20% in order to meet the projected near-term revenue requirements. Mr. Courtney also reported the current rates for the sewer fund are sufficient to meet near-term projected revenue requirements, but will need to increase by 45% in order to meet projected requirements in 2014. This increase is associated with the payments for the sewer separation project.

Mr. Courtney will provide a recommendation to the Village about participating in the solar energy project American Municipal Power (AMP) is pursuing. 
Mayor Harman questioned the status of Martin Marietta purchasing power from the Village. Courtney replied he would check on it, but was of the understanding they had entered into a contract with First Energy Solutions for 3 years.   
CORRESPONDENCE- A letter was read from Congressman Bob Latta. Congressman Latta met with Mayor Harman, and several council members, on August 9th   to discuss funding issues regarding the sewer improvements project.
OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner – No report.  
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ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No report.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1501 in the amount of $148,278.54, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
The committee met with Sprouse insurance agent, Julie Hasselbach, to review health insurance plans for Village employees. Insurance premiums increased  39.86%, and the committee discussed different  options to reduced premiums, as well as, minimize costs for employees. Tracy made a motion to approve Medical Mutual’s SuperMed Plus 2080/1000 Rx1plan for full time village employees, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
The Ohio Plan representative, Becky Swisher, met with the Clerk on August 23. The premium has been reduced by approximately $6,000.00. This reduction is due to loss ratio and risk management points, safety program allowance, and to offer a more competitive rate. Tracy made a motion to approve The Ohio Plan renewal premium from September 30, 2010 to September 30, 2011, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported Rec. Board Chairman, Curtis Tinney has resigned from the Board, he and his family have moved to Canton. 
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Bob Rickard reported: 
· PROJECT UPDATE:
· A swale has been cut behind the end properties on Challenger Memorial Drive.
· The substation will be tested on September 27. 
· Well Field Project: Finalizing documents with Jamison Well Drilling, Inc., and the EPA.
· OTHER: 

· The Scouts will be painting the fire hydrants as a community service project.

· The pool’s last day was August 22. The closing procedures will begin this week.
· The Digger Derrick truck was sold by bid to Valley Electric Co. for $3,000.00.

· Pedestrian signs at Lime and First Streets have been installed and will be operating for the start of the school year on August 31st.

· The recent power outage was a Toledo Edison fuse issue.
· The Fire Department will be using the pond water located behind the Utilities Building for rescue water training and testing.

· A resident tripped and fell on a sidewalk by the gazebo on the corner of S. Cherry and Erie streets. The Village insurance company will inform the resident that the Village is not liable for this claim.

· Rickard reported Ben Gittus has successfully completed his probationary period. Rickard recommends Ben Gittus receive a .50 cent per hour wage increase pending the results of his lab certification in the water treatment plant. Tracy made a motion to grant a wage increase from $10.00 to $10.50 per hour effective with the successful certification for the water treatment plant lab, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays –None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

ORDINANCE #21-2010: AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF A 2010 JOHN DEERE RIDING MOWER. Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Rizor second. VOTE- Yeas- Riffle, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance #21-2010, Fetzer second. VOTE – Yeas- Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor Harman reported that the Village received 31 resumes for the Village Administrator position, and interviews will start soon.
