MINUTES – January 24, 2011
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, January 24, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Stephanie Rizor, and Denny Fetzer. Administrator Keith Kruse, Chief Roy Whitehead, Kris Gerwin, Bill Myers, Ben Scherger, Terry Smith, Troy Emch, Deb Wallace of The Press, and Karen Schepman.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on January 10, and the Administrative and Personnel Committee meeting on January 19 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Troy Emch requested permission for a liquor permit for the annual WYO reverse raffle. The event will be held on April 16 at the Community Center on Elm St. Tracy made a motion to allow the permit, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Ben Scherger requested permission for the Baptist Church to put up a tent in Trail Marker Park from April 21 – April 24 for a church event. Mr. Scherger presented the Church’s liability insurance policy. Tracy made a motion to allow the use of Trail Marker Park, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Bill Myers was present to dispute his December utility bill. Mr. Myers requested reimbursement for a contractor invoice of $79.00. The water meter was read in error by the Village. Myers called a contractor to check his lines for leaks. Myers felt the Village should be responsible for this invoice, since it was a Village error. The meter was read again, and after reviewing his previous 6 months water reads, it did not indicate an unusual usage amount.  The utility billing clerk has already met with Myers, corrected his usage, and has applied the credit. Council apologized to Mr. Myers for the error. Karchner made a motion not to pay the contractor invoice, Fetzer second. VOTE – Yeas- Karchner, Fetzer, and Riffle. Nays- Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. Tie breaker- Yea- Mayor Harman. MOTION CARRIED 4-3

OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported the committee met on January 19 to discuss the vacation time accruals for Roy Whitehead and Kris Gerwin. Gerwin went from a part time to a full time employee in January 2009. She had accrued 40 hours of vacation time as a part time and received 40 hours of vacation time as a full time employee, 80 hours total. Recognizing her years of service, the committee recommends that she continue with the 80 hours of vacation time per year, and then follow the personnel manual vacation accruals with a start date of 1/1/2009.
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ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle continued: Riffle made a motion to continue Gerwin at 80 hours of vacation time per year, recognizing a full time hire date of January 1, 2009, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Riffle reported that Whitehead received an additional 40 hours of vacation time instead of a wage raise in 2010. It is uncertain of his total years of service because of a lapse in service from 1997 to 1998. No information was found to confirm his years of service to be since 1996. Riffle made a motion that Whitehead will receive 160 hours of vacation time per year, recognizing his hire year as 1998 and then to follow vacation accruals according to the personnel manual, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Karchner, Fetzer, Rizor, Tate and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner –No Report.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No Report.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1511 in the amount of $96,151.93, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.  
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported that he will be organizing a Rec. Board meeting in February.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:

· Well Field Expansion: Waiting on the final approval from the EPA.
· Sewer Separation Project: Continuing the easement agreement meetings with the residents.

· Kruse requested permission for Ben Brien and himself to attend the Safety Sub-committee meeting at the AMP offices in Columbus on Feb. 1 and 2.
Tracy made a motion to allow Kruse and Brien to attend the meetings, a one night motel room, and for the proper travel forms to be signed prior to the meetings, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
· A preconstruction meeting with Underground Utilities was held with the Woodmore School officials, Woodville Fire, Police, and EMS, and Buckeye Sanitation. All communications on road conditions, and closures will go through the Administrators office.
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POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead presented the 2010 annual report. The fines revenue has increased $24,000.00 over 2009.
Whitehead requested permission for 2 or 3 officers to attend a street drug recognition and identification class in London, Ohio. The class would cost $65.00 per person. Riffle made a motion to allow the classes at a cost not to exceed $200.00, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Fetzer questioned if the parking on the West side of S. Walnut could be posted for 2 hour parking during business hours. Kruse and Whitehead will check on it.
