WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, April 11, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, Joe Riffle, and Stephanie Rizor. Administrator Keith Kruse, Chief Roy Whitehead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman, Rodney Chesnutt, Andrew Brown-Sandusky County Parks. Denise Maye –Woodville Senior Center entered at 7:05pm.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting, the Finance Committee on March 28, and the Public Safety Committee Meeting on April 6 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Andrew Brown, Assistant Director of the Sandusky County Park District, presented a check in the amount of $1,695.00, along with an update of the Local Grant Program distributions. The money will be used to purchase a shade structure for the Pool.
Denise Maye presented a brochure with information about the Sandusky County Senior Centers Levy on the ballot May 3. 
CORRESPONDENCE-   None.
OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner – No report.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor questioned if a street light on the corner of Pemberville Rd. and Main St. has been checked into. Kruse reported it has not yet been looked at, but it is on the list.

FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1516 in the amount of $16,755.03, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
Tracy reported the Operating Levy signs and informational pamphlets are being prepared. Tracy reported no tax payer dollars will be used for the advertisement of this levy. Tracy is the treasurer for the committee, and any donations may be given to him.

Tracy reported that a ramp will be built for the crossing guard, Judy Steinmeyer, by her neighbors. The United Methodist Church is accepting donations for this project.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate expressed, on behalf of his family, appreciation for the planter that was sent from the Village for the passing of his brother.

Tate reported that the committee met on April 6 and discussed the parking on Ash St. 
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported that Rec. Board met on April 6. Interviews of pool staff will be held this week. 
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:

· Project Update:
· Well Field Expansion: EPA has given final approval of the new wells. There are some electrical issues that are being resolved with the contractor.
· Sewer Separation:  The project is progressing ahead of the schedule.  
· Utilities Building Expansion: Groundbreaking the first week of May.
· Other: 
· The Village has been awarded grant funding from the Ottawa, Sandusky, and Seneca (OSS) Solid Waste District in the amount of $1,661.00. New pool rules signs will be purchased with the grant money.
· Looking into quotes to replace the sidewalk lighting in Busdiecker Park.
· Ben Brien has had extra calls on his cell phone due to the Sewer Project. He is the Village contact person for the contractor and project inspectors. Kruse requested Brien be compensated $30.00 per month for the extra use of his cell phone. Riffle made a motion to pay Brien $30.00 per month for the extra use of his cell phone starting in March, 2011until the end of the construction phase of the project, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
· Several residents have inquired about making curb cuts in order to disperse their storm water into the street. Council unanimously agreed that curb cuts will not be permitted for this purpose.
POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead reported that a resident is interested in purchasing the building on the corner of W. Main and N. Elm for a bakery business, and had inquired about creating additional parking on N. Elm. Council requested that more information be provided about the parking issues.

Chief Whitehead requested an amendment to the Village rules and regulations section for disconnection/reconnection of utilities. Currently there is a charge of $25.00 per service for turning on, and $25.00 per service for turning off the services. Many of these properties are owned by banks from all over, and they will not incur the charges. In order to have homes inspected the utilities must be on during the inspection. The inspections take no longer than one day. Council suggested that Runion work with John Courtney and makes the necessary changes to the rules and regulations to allow the utilities to be disconnected/reconnected in one day with no charges applied.  
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinance for Council’s consideration:

Tracy made a motion to adopt Ordinance #9-2011, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
