MINUTES – April 25, 2011
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, April 25, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, and Joe Riffle. Administrator Keith Kruse, Chief Roy Whitehead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman, and Doug Nusser of Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG). Council Member Stephanie Rizor was excused.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting, the Finance Committee on April 11, and the Public Works & Maintenance Committee Meeting on April 18 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Bill Rowles reported he met with Randy Donnell of Water Street. Neighbors have complained on the condition, and location of the vehicles on his property. Mr. Rowles instructed Donnell to immediately remove the parts of a truck that are lying in the driveway. Mr. Rowles will be working with Bob Kuhlman to determine the property lines before a decision is made about the other vehicles on the property. 
Mr. Rowles reported a Public Hearing is scheduled for April 26 to discuss amendments to the ordinances for disabled vehicles, and RV storage on private property.

CORRESPONDENCE-   Mayor Harman reported that Woodville has been named a Tree City USA community for 2010. Woodville has earned this national designation for 19 years.
Mayor Harman read a Proclamation stating that April 29 is Arbor Day in Woodville. A special Arbor Day presentation and tree planting will be held on that day at the Woodmore Elementary School.
OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner reported a committee meeting was held on April 18 to discuss who (Village or property owner) would be responsible to fix a broken perimeter tile in the rear of Jack Busdiecker’s property on Challenger Memorial Drive. The tile issue is causing problems with Tom Reineck’s property as well. Karchner requested additional discussion before a final recommendation was made.
Discussion resulted in the following:

· The perimeter tile and sewers are private. 
· If the Village were to take over the maintenance of the areas, the property owners would have to petition the Village to have the property dedicated as public property.
· It was recommended that property owners develop an association, or contact the developer directly to address repair/maintenance issues.

· Council requested that the Subdivision rules and regulations be updated to include an upgrade in the storm and sewer line specs for any future developments. 

· Council requested that PDG prepare an estimate of costs to install storm water lines in the road of Endeavor’s Landing and Woodpointe subdivisions. 
·  It was determined the current issues are on private property, and no further action will be taken.
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ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No report, absent. 
Kruse reported that he received an $8,000.00 quote to install a street light at the corner of Main St. and Pemberville Rd.

FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1517 in the amount of $148,008.29, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  
Tracy reported that the Ohio Police & Fire pension policy plan sent a letter with a pay off option. The pay off option will be explored for 2012 to save in the interest charges.
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported that interviews for pool staff were held last week. Pool Manager, Kaylee Paul will have a list of staff and wage recommendations for the next meeting.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:

· Project Update:
· Well Field Expansion: The wells will be put on line as soon as the electric is hooked up.
· Sewer Separation:  A meeting has been set with UUI on April 28th at 10:00am for an update on the project.   
· Utilities Building Expansion: Yackee will be bringing in materials and prepping the area next week.
· Other: 
· The fire extinguishers on the Village properties have been serviced. The service contractor has recommended that the extinguisher located in the Historical Museum be replaced. They have quoted $595.00 for a Special Dry Extinguisher for historical items. ABC extinguishers are acceptable for the building as well and would cost approximately $60.00. Council requested the Fire Chief be contacted for an opinion. Kruse will also check with True Value for a quote on extinguishers for the Village vehicles.
· Many trees throughout the Village need to be pruned from the wires. Kruse is obtaining quotes for the current issues, and will be developing a maintenance schedule for the future.
POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead reported that he has contacted another municipality to purchase a used police vehicle for $13,000. He will provide additional information by the next meeting.
Chief Whitehead presented the March monthly report.
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CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Resolution for Council’s consideration:
RESOLUTION # 12-2011:  AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR TO SUBMIT AN APPLICATION TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT TO PARTICIPATE IN THE 2011-2012 COOPERATIVE ROAD SALT PURCHASES.
Tate made a motion to suspend the rules, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  Tate made a motion to adopt Resolution #12-2011, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Riffle, Fetzer, Karchner, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
MAYOR’S REPORT-   None.
