WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING
Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, August 22, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm. Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported the committee met on August 15 to review the new form for employee evaluations. The committee approved the forms, and asked supervisors to complete evaluations.

PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate reported that the committee met to discuss the purchase of a 2012 Ford Expedition. The vehicle will be purchase from StateWide Ford in Van Wert, Ohio for $23,850.00.
Chief Whitehead requested permission to allow Sgt. Gearheart to attend a taser recertification.

The cost is $175.00. Tate made a motion to allow Sgt. Gearheart to attend the class for $175.00, Fetzer second. VOTE- Yeas- Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:
· Project Update:
· Well Field Expansion: Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) is working on the gas line regulator issue, and SCADA.( Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition)
· Sewer Separation: The contractor has extended the road closure on Water St. through the end of September.  Paving on First and Pine Streets is scheduled to be finished before school begins.
· Utilities Building Expansion: Firewall is complete.  
· Columbia Gas Project: They will finish replacing pipe on the North side of town, and then will terminate the project. 
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse continued:

· The Village of Genoa helped replace an electric pole at the corner of North and Lynn Sts.
· The digger truck has hydraulic issues and will need to be repaired.
· Kyle Osborn, the meter reader, has resigned effective Nov.1st. An ad for applications will be placed in The Suburban Press.

ORDINANCE #22-2011 - AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH STATE WIDE FORD FOR THE PURPOSE OF PURCHASING A 2012 FORD EXPEDITION. Karchner made a motion to suspend the rules, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Rizor, Fetzer, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Karchner made a motion to adopt Ordinance #22-2011, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Rizor, Fetzer, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
RESOLUTION #23-2011 - AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR TO PREPARE AND SUBMIT AN APPLICATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE OHIO PUBLIC WORKS COMMISSION STATE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT AND/OR LOCAL TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM(S) AND TO EXECUTE CONTRACTS AS REQUIRED. Karchner made a motion to suspend the rules, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Rizor, Fetzer, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Karchner made a motion to adopt Resolution #23-2011, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Rizor, Fetzer, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
NEW BUSINESS- Kruse requested permission for a change order to the sewer project to install a new setup in the lift station on College Avenue. The new setup would eliminate the confined space hazard and make the lift station more accessible. The approximate cost would be $40,000.00. Karchner made a motion to allow the change order to the sewer project for a new set up to the lift station on College Ave. at a cost not to exceed $45,000.00, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Tracy, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
