MINUTES – August 8, 2011
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, August 8, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Jeff Tate, Denny Fetzer, Joe Riffle, and Stephanie Rizor. Village Administrator Keith Kruse, Chief Roy Whitehead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, Deb Wallace of The Press, Jeanne Pickering, Marty Scheanwald,  Karen Schepman, Dale Grove and Rodney Chesnutt. 
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and the Finance Committee on July 25, and the Finance Committee meeting of July 30 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-  Mike O’Connor, of the Woodville Historical Society, requested Council’s permission to remove a non working toilet from the museum restroom. The extra space will be used for storage. Karchner made a motion to allow the toilet to be removed, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Rizor, Fetzer, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Mr. O’Connor reported the Historical Society will not be moving the first Village jail from Water Street to another location. They were not able to locate any photos of the original building for restoration purposes. They are continuing to pursue taking the windows out of the jail, and displaying them in the museum.

 Dale Grove requested the Village inspect a dead tree on the property at 769 Water St. Kruse will check on it.

 Bill Rowles reported he spoke with Sam Al-Jamal, owner of Del’s Supermarket about the condition of the incinerator stack in the rear of the property. Mr. Rowles told Mr. Al-Jamal to have it removed in 30 days, or a citation will be issued.
Mr. Rowles read aloud the proposed zoning changes to the codified ordinances, Section 1125.02(a) Parking and storing of recreational, utility equipment and mobile homes. Karchner read a prepared statement against the proposed changes. Mr. Grove stated his disapproval of the way the entire situation has been handled. Ms. Pickering stated that she is grateful for everyone’s time during the zoning code amendment process. Ms. Pickering also reminded all that her neighbors have signed a petition stating that they do not object to her parking her RV in her driveway. 
Tracy made a motion to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission to allow the codified ordinance section 1125.02(a)(2) be amended as proposed, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Fetzer, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- Karchner and Riffle. MOTION CARRIED 4-2.  
CORRESPONDENCE- Mayor Harman read a letter from Ohio Water Development Authority (OWDA) congratulating the Village on completing our loan with them. The loan was for wastewater cell construction, and was established in 2000. 
OLD BUSINESS- Mayor Harman reported he spoke with Jon Hegemier and he will be purchasing the old Ohio Lime Building. The building will be torn down to allow for additional parking. 
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported the committee met earlier tonight to discuss the gas aggregate program, and the health insurance premium increases. Last year 5 of the 10 village accounts were moved from IGS Energy to Volunteer Energy (VE). In July VE did a cost comparison of the village’s 5 gas accounts, and VE would have saved the village almost $700.00 from June 2010- May 2011. If the village had moved all of the accounts from the IGS aggregate program to the VE aggregate program, it could have saved the Village of Woodville $4,703.55. VE has a newer program that guarantees they will be 7% less than the Columbia Gas rate.   Riffle made a motion to change the Village of Woodville’s gas aggregate agent from IGS to Volunteer Energy, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
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ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle continued:  Health care costs continue to rise and the committee is facing some difficult decisions. Village premiums are set to increase an additional 25% this year. The Village received a quote from United Insurance, and is waiting on the quote from Sprouse Insurance. Currently, ten (10) Village employees are enrolled in the health care plan offered by the Village and five (5) of those ten (10) the Village pays 100% of their premiums. After a lengthy discussion, the committee is recommending that all eligible full time employees participating in the health care plan pay 20% of their premiums. Riffle made a motion that all eligible full time employees, excluding the Village Administrator Keith Kruse and the Solicitor Robert Kuhlman, pay 20% of their premiums for health care coverage beginning 1/1/2012, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Karchner, Fetzer, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner spoke with Kruse last week regarding the number of times we have sprayed for mosquitoes this season. Kruse reported there is a log sheet of recorded times, and that there are many factors considered before spraying can done.  
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No report. 
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1524 in the amount of $21,458.54, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported lifeguard Taylor Bihn was in an auto accident, and will be off work for a couple of days. 

Pool manager, Kaylee Paul has posted the closing date of the pool will be August 28. Paul will post a limited hours schedule the pool will be open the last 2 weeks of the season. Many of the guards are returning to college, and also high school sports have begun, which limits their availability.  
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:
· Project Update:
· Well Field Expansion: The contractor has sealed the vault for well #11, replaced 2 sump pumps, and has repaired the trench for the gas lines.
· Sewer Separation: UUI will begin cleaning and prepping the river side of Water Street for the re-lining of the sewer. Work on Water St. will be delayed due to the size of rock they ran into. Meeting has been set with Shelly for the paving schedule on the North side of Main St.
· Utilities Building Expansion: Windows and doors have been installed. 
· Columbia Gas Project: Col. Gas will be pulling out of town after they finish the North side of town. 
· Other:

· The lightning damage done to the wastewater plant has been turned in to the insurance company.
POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead presented the monthly activity report. (Attached)

NEW BUSINESS- None.
