Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, June 13, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, Stephanie Rizor, and Joe Riffle. Chief Roy Whitehead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman. Council Member Jeff Tate and Administrator Keith Kruse were excused.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and the Finance Committee on May 23 were approved as presented.

CORRESPONDENCE-   Mayor Harman read a letter from Nolan Burkett. Mr. Burkett expressed his concerns on the difficulty he had in contacting the utilities department to shut off the water main when a main line break was discovered in front of his property.  Mr. Burkett stated that his nephew spent time in helping him with this problem. He asked council to consider financial compensation for his nephew’s time, and for the extra electricity used to run the sump pumps due to the delay in a response to shut off the water.

RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported the Rec. Board met on June 9. The board discussed purchasing a new freezer, dates for pass appreciation night, and float flicks. The pool rules signs are installed. 
The pool manager, Kaylee Paul, would like to appoint Chris Jacobson and Taylor Bihn to the head guard positions. Jacobson and Bihn will be paid an additional $.50 per hour only while on duty as head guard. Paul also recommended Mallory Siebenaler as an alternate supervisor.  Siebenaler will receive an additional $.50 per hour only when in charge. 
Fetzer made a motion to approve Jacobson and Bihn as head guards, along with Siebenaler as an alternate, and to pay each an additional $.50 per hour while performing the duties. Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
