Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, March 28, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm. Council Member Joe Riffle entered at 7:02pm. Council Member Denny Fetzer was excused.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting, the Finance Committee, and the Administrative & Personnel committee on March 14 were approved as presented.

Tracy reported the committee reviewed and discussed a proposal from CMI to upgrade the utilities program. Tracy made a motion to allow the upgrade to the utilities program at a cost not to exceed $17,482.00, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
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PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate set Public Safety meeting for April 6 at 7:00pm. 
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer – No report, absent. 
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:

· Project Update:
· Well Field Expansion: Eagon & Associates is aiding in the development of an operation procedures manual.
· Sewer Separation:  The contractors will meet to review the rules and regulations of the sewer lateral installation. 
· Utilities Building Expansion: The pre-construction meeting with Yackee Electric was held this morning. Yackee plans to break ground the first week of May, and the project should be complete by the end of August.
· Meetings:
· Courtney & Associates and Duncan & Allen will be providing a Power Supply Workshop on April 7 in Findlay. The AMP Northern Power Pool and the Fremont Energy Center projects will be topics. 
· Other: 
· The traffic light at Main St. and Walnut St. has been placed on a timed set temporarily. 

· The new backhoe was delivered on March 17.

· No parking signs will be installed on the West side of S. Walnut, with loading privileges for Mortise and Tenon.

POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead reported the transmission has gone out of the 2008 Dodge Charger. 

Chief Whitehead reported the crossing guard, Judy Steinmeyer, is in the hospital. The police officers and other volunteers have helped her husband, Bill Steinmeyer, with the duties until a replacement can be hired. Chief Whitehead requested that Mr. Steinmeyer be appointed as head guard, and another guard be hired.  Riffle made a motion to appoint Mr. Steinmeyer as the head guard, and to receive the head guard wage, and to hire another guard for $11.00 per day, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Rizor, Karchner, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0. 
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinance’s for Council’s consideration:
