MINUTES – May 23, 2011
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, May 23, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, Stephanie Rizor, and Joe Riffle. Administrator Keith Kruse, Chief Roy Whitehead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman, and Tom Reineck.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and the Finance Committee on May 9, and minutes of the Special Council Meeting on May 18 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Tom Reineck of Challenger-Memorial Drive presented an update regarding the rear perimeter tile issues residents have been experiencing recently. The sewer settled and created a trap, therefore, the tile was performing properly. Mr. Reineck indicated that due to this, he did not want the Village to incur any other expense to explore other options for sewer or storm water issues.
CORRESPONDENCE-   Mayor Harman read a thank you from the Jeremy Tate family for the planter.
OLD BUSINESS- Chief Whitehead reported the Temple Furniture building will not have the taxes forgiven until after an Auditor sale is held, and that will not be until 2012. 
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle – No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner reported Jim Czech is asking that the Village repair the chipped concrete at the end of his driveway. Mr. Czech states that the chipped concrete was caused by a Village snowplow. Kruse, Mayor Harman, and Karchner will meet with Mr. Czech to review the issue.

Mrs. Pickering has rescinded her permanent easement agreement with the Village for an access point for the sewer separation project on Water Street. The Village is exploring other possibilities for access.  
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No report. Rizor questioned the status of the zoning issue with the Donnell property on Water Street.  The issue is currently being discussed by the planning commission.

FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1519 in the amount of $91,126.84, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
Tracy reported a mission group from the United Methodist Church spent several hours at the pool cleaning.

PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate reported he will be absent for the June 13 regular meeting.
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RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported the Rec. Board met on May 20. The pool will open for the Memorial Day weekend, and on June 3 to begin the 2011 season.

Fetzer made a motion to allow the manager to order suits for the lifeguards, not to exceed $38.00 for each women, and $24.00 for each men’s suit, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Fetzer, Tracy, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.


VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:
· New Projects: 
· Pool: Ready for inspection on May 26.
· Project Update:
· Well Field Expansion: The wells will be put on line as soon as the electric is hooked up.
· Sewer Separation:  A waterline was snagged on May 17. A boil alert was in place for one day.
· Utilities Building Expansion: Footer work has been completed

· A quote was received for $5,835.90 to replace the sidewalk lighting in Busdiecker Park. The lights will match the downtown lights.
· Mosquito sprayer has been tested and is ready for the season.

POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead reported the 2011 Crown Vic was picked up today. The equipment will not be installed on the vehicle until sometime in June.
Chief Whitehead reported that under age compliance checks were made throughout the Village. The compliance checks were held, by Village Officers,  to fulfill our commitment to receive county grant money.

MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  Karchner made a motion to adopt Ordinance #16-2011, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas- Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. Nays-None MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Runion reported the utility bills were mailed on May 17, and many residents on the south side of the Village have not received their bills. Dawn Bockbrader, the utility billing clerk, is working with the post office to resolve the issue.
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CLERK-TREASURER-Runion continued:

Runion requested a committee meeting to review how administrative fees are assessed on special invoicing for the Village. Council requested options be determined, and presented to the Administrative and Personnel committee. 

MAYOR’S REPORT-  Mayor Harman proclaimed May 22, 2011 as Pastor William Duty Appreciation Day. Pastor Duty retired after 25 years of service to the Solomon Lutheran Church.
Mayor Harman reported on May 18 the Sandusky County Leadership Class of 2011 met at Busdiecker Park for an overview of the Village. Chief Whitehead and Keith Kruse are members of this class, and will graduate on June 15.
