MINUTES – May 9, 2011
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, May 9, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Denny Fetzer, Stephanie Rizor, and Joe Riffle. Administrator Keith Kruse, Chief Roy Whitehead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, John Courtney of Courtney & Associates, Karen Schepman, and Dale Grove.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and the Finance Committee on April 25 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Dale Grove was present to discuss the zoning ordinance on recreational vehicle (RV) parking. Mr. Grove indicated that although the parking rules are currently being reviewed by the planning commission for revisions, they should be enforced until the ordinance is revised. Council agreed, and requested that Mr. Rowles contact the resident in question, and enforce compliance with the current zoning regulations.  
The Planning Commission will meet on Monday, May 16 at 7:30pm in Council Chambers.

John Courtney presented the annual rate review for the Village. (Attached)
· Electric: Revenues at the current rates are sufficient to meet near-term revenue requirements and debt service coverage requirements.

· Water: Revenues at the current rates (which includes the 10% rate increase effective with bills rendered on or after 6/1/2011) are sufficient to meet projected near-term revenue requirements.
· Sewer: Revenues at current rates (which excludes the $10.00 per month surcharge) are sufficient to meet near-term projected revenue requirements. Revenues (including the $10.00 per month surcharge) will need to be increased by approximately 45% in order to meet the projected 2014 revenue requirements. This includes the projected annual debt service payments associated with the assumed $9,000,000.00, 20-year zero interest loan for the sewer separation improvements project.
Council instructed Runion to draft an ordinance to increase sewer rates 12% annually with bills rendered on or after July 1, for 3 consecutive years beginning with 2011. 
Mr. Courtney reported that he has met with American Municipal Power (AMP) about the terms associated with joining the Northern Power Pool (NPP) Schedule. It is Courtney’s recommendation that the Village contract with AMP to join the NPP’s participant schedule. The NPP is a combination of the Northeast and Northwest pools. 
Mr. Courtney reported that he is currently reviewing the contracts to purchase power from the Fremont Energy Center, and is not prepared at this time to offer a recommendation. Courtney advised Council that he will have a recommendation prepared by the June deadline.
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CORRESPONDENCE-   Mayor Harman read a thank you from Judy Steinmeyer for everyone’s support over the last 15 years as the crossing guard. Due to a recent illness and surgery, Mrs. Steinmeyer has retired.
Mayor Harman read a thank you from Kay Reiter, Executive Director of the Sandusky County Economic Development Corporation, for the Village’s continued financial support of the organization.
OLD BUSINESS- Runion received confirmation from the Auditor that the money left in the Downtown Enhancement Fund may be used to purchase, tear down, or refurbish the area of the Temple Furniture building on Main Street. 
Karchner requested that since the Woodville Business Association was instrumental in contributing to the fund, they be consulted in the disbursement of the funds.

FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1518 in the amount of $35,530.12, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate presented a bill from Matt Tille in the amount of $335.00, for repairs to the storm tile in the rear of Tom Reineck’s property. Tate made a motion to reimburse Reineck the $335.00. Motion died for lack of a second.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer presented a list of candidates for 2011 pool staff along with recommended wages. (Attached) Fetzer made a motion to approve the list of candidates and wages as presented, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:
· New Projects: 
· Pool: Opening prep work will begin this week. A mission group from the Methodist Church will be helping get the pool ready this year.
· Columbia Gas will be upgrading the Village wide system from medium pressure to intermediate. This project will begin in July, and most of the work will be done in the boulevard areas.
· Project Update:
· Well Field Expansion: The wells will be put on line as soon as the electric is hooked up.
· Sewer Separation:  Met with UUI on April 28th for an update on the project.  The project is well ahead of schedule. A temporary trench pavement should be put in starting in late June. The first change order will be for $24.000.00. This will be for a new sewer line in the alley area between First St. and Second St. 
· Utilities Building Expansion: Yackee will be starting on May 11.
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse continued:
· Other: 
· A contract has been submitted to the Sandusky County Engineers office to participate in the 2011-2012 Road Salt programs. If the County rejects the bids for this program, we will have an opportunity to participate in the ODOT salt contract.
· The pool staff will have their safety training class on May 21 at the utilities building.

· The Village had previously agreed to join with the Fire Department to purchase and install an additional siren for the Village. The Village offered to purchase and install the pole for the siren. The quoted price received for the installation is cheaper than what the Village could do it for. The Fire Department will meet with Kruse to discuss and finalize the project details.
POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead reported that he is currently working to purchase one used vehicle, and one new vehicle this year.
Chief Whitehead reported that seven officers went to a class regarding the scope of the problem with prescription drugs in Ohio. The class was very informative.

CLERK-TREASURER-Runion – No report.
MAYOR’S REPORT-  Mayor Harman read a Certificate of Honor congratulating  Matthew Richter for achieving the rank of Eagle Scout. 

Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:08pm.
