WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, February 14, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Stephanie Rizor, and Denny Fetzer. Administrator Keith Kruse, Chief Roy Whitehead, Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, John Willey, Deb Wallace of The Press, and Karen Schepman.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on January 24, and the Sewer Separation meeting on January 24 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Bill Rowles reviewed Ordinance #6-2011: FLOOD PREVENTION UPDATE AND AMMENDING CODIFIED SECTION 1305. The entire County is updating their flood prevention plans. The Ordinance must be approved by ODNR, and adopted by Council by April, 2011. Along with the minimum updates, additional language was added to the Ordinance to aid residents in possible reduction of their flood insurance rate premiums. Kuhlman suggested a revision to section 7 to show the repeal of the original codified section.  The Ordinance will be revised and ready for a first read on February 28.

OLD BUSINESS-  Runion reported that she has made contact with NOTIFYNOW. This company provides a community wide notifying program. The company would like to provide the Village with a free trial.

ORDINANCE #32-2010:   SEWER SEPARATION PROJECT CONTRACT AWARD TO UNDERGROUND UTILITIES: Rizor made a motion to revisit Ordinance #32-2010, Fetzer second. VOTE- Yeas-Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Rizor made a motion to adopt Ordinance #32-2010, Fetzer second. VOTE- Yeas-Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Tate, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Runion reported that Owens Community College will be hosting a class on the Sunshine Laws on March 11 from 9:00 AM – Noon.  All elected officials are required to attend this class once during their term. A delegate may be appointed by Ordinance to represent all. Tate made a motion to draft an ordinance to appoint Denny Fetzer as the representative, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Rizor, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
Theresa Kruse of the Woodville Cleaning service has submitted a proposal for cleaning the Town Hall, Utilities building, and the Library. Mrs. Kruse will be cutting back on the times per month she cleans all buildings. 

MAYOR’S REPORT-  Mayor Harman called for discussion on changing the Clerk-Treasurer position to a Fiscal Officer. The Fiscal Officer position would be appointed by the Mayor and would need a majority approval by the Council. The position would have to be created 120 days prior to the November 2011 election, and the appointment would become effective on January 1, 2012. 
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EXECUTIVE SESSION-  Tracy made a motion to enter into executive session at 8:05 PM to discuss appointing a Fiscal Officer, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
