MINUTES – February 28, 2011
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, February 28, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Ty Tracy, Joe Riffle, and Denny Fetzer. Administrator Keith Kruse, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Rodney Chesnutt, Deb Wallace of The Press, and Karen Schepman. Council Member Stephanie Rizor entered at 7:05pm. Council Member Judy Karchner was excused. Chief Whitehead was excused.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting, Finance Committee, and Sewer Separation meetings on February 14, and the Public Safety and Administrative and Personnel committee meetings on February 17 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION-   Mr. Chesnutt asked if there would be any tap in fees when residents tied into the new sewer lines. Council responded there would be no tap in fees. It is the financial responsibility of the residents to tie in to the new lines.
CORRESPONDENCE-   Mayor Harman read a thank you note from Kevin Gladden for the card of well wishes on his new position as Village Administrator for Genoa.
The Sandusky County Economic Development Corporation (SCEDC) will have their 2011annual meeting on March 24. Those interested in attending should let the clerk know by March 17.
OLD BUSINESS- None.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported that the committee met on February 17 and discussed creating the Fiscal Officer position. The job description for the Clerk-Treasurer and Fiscal Officer is the same. The differences would be, the Fiscal Officer is an appointed position, not elected, and would report to the Mayor and Council. The committee recommended the Fiscal Officer Position ordinance be drafted. The ordinance will be posted in the five posting places throughout the Village, and also on the Villages website.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner – No report, absent.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor – No Report.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1513 in the amount of $163,539.76, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  
Tracy reported he and the Clerk had a conference call with NOTIFYNOW. This company would provide a Village wide notifying service for $1.50 per household. They offer a 30 day free trial of their service. 

PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate reported the committee met on February 17 and discussed financing options for the purchase verses leasing of two new police cars. Chief Whitehead will gather additional information on the options.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported the Rec. Board will be meeting on March 5.
A resident has asked about the possibility of providing an area in Trail Marker Park for a dog run. Fetzer will set a committee meeting to address the issue.
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VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:

· Project Update:
· Well Field Expansion: The EPA has requested the re-sampling of new wells (#9, #10, and #11). 
· Sewer Separation: 1. The construction schedule has been posted and has already been affected by the weather.  2. There are five easements left to finalize. Two of the five easements will require additional engineering expenses to survey the properties in order to obtain possible solutions for acquiring the permanent easements. 3.  An ordinance needs to be developed to indicate the rules and regulations for the tie in of the service laterals.
